In the fall of 2003, the GSA Center for IT Schedule Programs, Schedule 70 Program, formed an Information Technology Industry Government Council (ITIGC).  The mission of the ITIGC is to stimulate, advise, and make recommendations to improve the continuing evolution, development and implementation of GSA's Schedule 70 information technology contract and the schedules program in general. Specific areas of focus include education, marketing and communications, contracting best practices, and Federal, State, and Local purchasing issues and legislation.

The council is comprised of industry (GSA Schedule Contractors), customer agencies, and GSA employees representing the Center for IT Schedule Programs. Industry members serve on the Council for a 3 year term. Meetings are conducted 4 times per year.  Participation by all members is critical in order for the Council to be an effective partnership forum, so attendance at quarterly meetings is mandatory. In the event that a member of the Council is unable to attend, it would be expected that an alternate attend in their place.

We currently have a limited number of vacancies on the council and are accepting applications from interested companies at this time.  Please pay close attention to the criteria outlined within the application as this is the criteria that will be used to select new members. 

In order to qualify for consideration you must have a GSA Schedule 70 contract, you must have your products and services updated and posted on GSA Advantage.  You must have experience as a GSA Contractor selling to the Federal Government. If you are new to schedules and do not yet have any reportable sales, you may not be a member of the Council at this time.

If you are not selected to be a member on the ITIGC you are still encouraged to attend meetings as an observer and may submit written questions to be addressed by the Center director during the open session of the quarterly meetings.  In addition, you may be an active participate in any and all Council sub-committees which also meet quarterly.
