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GSA’s Heartland Region is benefiting from innovative processing of Federal mail.  After outgoing letters are metered and placed in trays, a presort company picks up the mail on a daily basis, transports it to the presort company facility where it is scanned by an optical character reader, imprinted with a barcode, and sorted by zip code.  The sorted mail is then tagged, and often sent directly to the airport, bypassing the main post office.  Mail is sent out the same evening it is received.    

The Kansas City federal community is served by a “user friendly” contract, guaranteed savings on postage cots, and no paperwork.  The new process has saved the Kansas City federal community over two million dollars in postage costs since its inception in November 1994.  By bundling government requirements, agencies can achieve greater economies of scale while utilizing the most current technologies of the industry.
