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Diverse programs, the number of very old buildings, extreme distances between facilities, and special features needed presented challenges for capital planning at the Idaho National Engineering and Environmental Laboratory (INEEL).  INEEL is comprised of over 500 buildings contained within 890 square miles.  The Life Cycle Asset Management Process that was developed emphasizes customer input within eight regional areas of INEEL.  The final product, INEEL Infrastructure:  Life Cycle Capital Plan, forecasts all infrastructure capital needs for program life cycles.  All major upgrades and replacements were cost-estimated and planned through the year 2070.

The most significant result is that facility and maintenance managers focus on their future needs.  Issues surface earlier, providing time to better set priorities, solve problems, and optimize capital dollar allocations.
