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Was there a more efficient way for GSA to solicit competitive bids on energy supply?  GSA awarded a contract to the World Energy Exchange and Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC) to do just that.  The contractor would efficiently conduct GSA’s first web-based electricity procurement.    As a result of conducting this auction, GSA’s customer base increased from 106 to 600 electric accounts.  The strategic tactic of awarding a three-year, fixed price $165 million contract protected GSA’s New York City electric budget from large price increases, such as the 31 percent increase experience from 2000 and 2001.  GSA’s power procurement aggregation saved each of its power procurement customers, such as the UN, American Red Cross, USPS, Department of Veterans Affairs, Bureau of Prisons, U.S. Coast Guard, NPS, SSA, and the Smithsonian Institution $114,000.
