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The National Historic Lighthouse Preservation Act (NHLPA) Pilot Program Partnership, (the Partnership), conceptualized, developed and implemented a successful model for an enduring National Historic Lighthouse conveyance program.  The NHLPA program is administered through the combined efforts of the U.S. Coast Guard (USCG), General Services Administration (GSA), and National Park Service (NPS).

The Partnership and the process developed under the NHLPA establish the framework to effectively and efficiently dispose and divest of these historic assets while accomplishing agency goals for each partner.  This Partnership successfully transferred the first group of over 300 lighthouses under the NHLPA, and has begun a more ambitious round of transfers.  The Partnership enabled the agencies to reduce the transfer time for a lighthouse property from 334 days to 225 days in fiscal year 2002.  The Federal government will also realize a cost avoidance of $300 million for protection and maintenance of these properties.  The Partnership has also allowed the USCG to focus its resources on critical Homeland Security issues.
