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GSA/HHS/FDA Dedicate Historic Building One at 

White Oak Federal Research Center
Seventh Building of FDA's Consolidation Project
WASHINGTON, DC – The General Services Administration's National Capital Region (GSA/NCR), the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, and the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) today dedicated Building One, the seventh building completed at FDA's new White Oak Federal Research Center in Silver Spring, MD.  As part of FDA's Office of the Commissioner complex, the 102,000 square foot, four-story Building One was renovated to accommodate FDA's executive functions.

Historic Building One is the symbolic center and focal point of entry to the FDA campus.  Flanked by two office buildings, Building One creates a formal entry forecourt.  The entry drive, forecourt, and Mahan Road were re-graded to match the elevation of the courtyard area.  A new circle, built to match the scale of the new forefront, replaces the original circle in front of the main entrance.

Acting GSA Regional Administrator John Phelps said, "GSA is very pleased to provide FDA with this superb state of the art campus.  In addition to providing a world class workspace for FDA employees, we are confident that the Center will continue to support the revitalization of the White Oak community.”
The building contains 148 offices, nine conference rooms and several workstations and shared business areas, and connects to the campus Central Shared Use space, with access through the first floor lobby.

The project was designed and constructed to meet at a minimum the Silver level for the U.S. Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy & Environmental Design (LEED) rating system, with the possibility of a Gold designation pending the final review.  The KlingStubbins/RTKL Partnership, Washington, D.C., is designing the entire project.  Heery/Tishman, Washington, DC is the Construction Manager and Grunley Construction Corporation, Inc., of Rockville, MD is the General Contractor.
According to Bart Bush, Assistant Regional Administrator for NCR's Public Building's Service, "This is a very complicated project, involving GSA’s design excellence program, building green, and phasing the project so that each new building can be occupied while work continues on two or three more buildings.  The GSA team is doing an excellent job.”
To date, GSA has completed Building 2, Central Shared Use (CSU), Office Buildings 21, 22 and 51 and Life Sciences Laboratory Building 64 housing the Center for Drug Evaluation and Research and the Engineering and Physics Laboratory Building 62 housing the Center for Devices and Radiological Health.  Also completed are the North and Southwest Garages.  
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
