During the design phase of the US Courthouse in Boston, MA, GSA started its participation in the Energy Conservation Opportunity Program.  The Boston Edison Utility consultant analyzed and made recommendations on the design approach.  Following negotiations, Boston Edison agreed to contribute $1,850,000 to the design and construction of the ice storage system.  The Architectural-Engineering contract was amended to include the ice storage system.  As a result of Boston Edison financial support to the project, GSA acquired a $2 million ice storage system for only $150,000.  The system will save GSA approximately $100,000 per year or about $5 million over the life of the building.
