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A portion of the Tucson, AZ Courthouse was financed by GSA's Pacific Rim Region by awarding energy savings performance contracts (ESPC) for the facility’s building systems.  This creative financing reduced the amount of initial funds needed to construct the Courthouse.

While ESPC’s have been widely used to replace or upgrade mechanical systems in existing buildings, the ESPC in the Tucson, AZ Courthouse is one of the first to be used in a new facility.  After the facility is constructed, the ESPC contractor will operate and maintain these mechanical systems on a long-term basis.

The ESPC allows the cost of the mechanical systems to be removed from the project’s initial construction cost.  By financing the mechanical systems with an ESPC, Congress funded and approved the Courthouse on schedule due in part to the reduced construction funding request.
