"… we understand for-sale residential property can not exist on leased land unless the initial lease term is 99 years, plus successive 99 year options. Perhaps, an exception can be made via federal ownership of land which is exempt from District Code and that is the rationale behind your answer to question #2 of Amendment #2. Otherwise, you might authorize us to propose these 99-year lease terms for the land underlying for-sale residential product, of course, in the land lease scenario."

Answer:
To the extent the RFP land lease term is inconsistent with any applicable law or regulation of the District of Columbia or otherwise, GSA intends to address this, as appropriate, during discussions and negotiations with developers after receipt of the RFP responses.  For example, GSA does not intend to preclude condominiums at the SEFC.
