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The smallest patch of green to arrest the monotony of asphalt and concrete
is as important to the value of real estate as streets, sewers and convenient
shopping.

On February 8", GSA’s Rocky Mountain regional office convened a public work[
shop to discuss the design of public spaces around a planned building for the U.S.
Attorneys office in Sioux Falls. The new build-to-suit lease building will be adjacent
to a beautiful Richardsonian Romanesque federal courthouse built in 1895, just a
half block off the busy Phillips Street restaurant district. The street between the two
buildings will be vacated for security setbacks, so the workshop focused on how the
street can be designed to create an attractive, active public space that supports city
improvement plans, creates an outstanding workplace for the U.S. Attorneys, and
bolsters long-term marketability for the developer. Project for Public Spaces (http://
www.pps.org/) facilitated the discussion, with the U.S. Attorneys, the federal district
and bankruptcy courts, the U.S. Marshals Service, city planners, Main Street Sioux
Falls (http://www.dtsf.com/), local arts organizations, and project designer Koch-

On March 3rd and November 9th in San Diego CA, GSA’s Pacific Rim region con(]
vened key project meetings for the design of a $100 million expansion project at the
San Ysidro border station. Both meetings included the project’s “community reprel]
sentative committee” that is providing community input to the project team. Located
between downtown San Diego and Tijuana, the San Ysidro border station is the
busiest in the world. Since it bisects an established and growing residential and
business community, GSA’s project team is seeking ways to develop the project to
meet the Department of Homeland Security’s needs while also supporting commur]
nity goals to improve downtown cohesiveness. GSA created the committee to allow
the community to ‘see into’ the design process; provide input to the project; and
help disseminate project information back to committee members’ respective or(]
ganizations. Members include city planning, transportation, business, and commu(]
nity development organizations. Although many challenges lay ahead, this apl]
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proach is serving as a model for ways to get meaningful public input on complex
federal projects.

GSA Dedicates New U.S. Courthouse in Seattle

In September, GSA’s Northwest/Arctic Region hosted the official dedication of the
new U.S. Courthouse in downtown Seattle. Over 400 people attended the public
ceremony, at which GSA Administrator Stephen Perry gave the keynote address.
The building provides a beautiful one-acre public plaza that is framed between the
building’s high and low-rise components (http://www.djc.com/news/
co/11161364.html). Designed by landscape architect Peter Walker (http:/
www.pwpla.com/prj project.php?priid=17), the plaza provides a valuable oasis for
the Denny Triangle neighborhood, with seating at the site’s sunniest locations and
generous greenery that softens perimeter security features. At the building’s base,
a publicly accessible café provides an amenity for building occupants and the
neighborhood alike.

National Park Service Opens on Omaha Riverfront

GSA’s Heartland Region, the National Park Service, members of Nebraska's con(]
gressional delegation and the City of Omaha celebrated the grand opening of the
Park Service’s newly constructed Midwest Regional Headquarters this past sum[]
mer. The leased building serves as an initial anchor to the riverfront's burgeoning
redevelopment. As reported here previously, GSA’s regional office convened a pub(]
lic waterfront development workshop, facilitated by Project for Public Spaces, and
used input from more than 100 participants to help shape its request for proposals
(http://www.pps.org/omaha/). Among other key criteria, prospective developers
were evaluated on how their proposals supported the city’s larger waterfront goals.
As built, the building helps to further these goals and provides the Park Service with
an outstanding venue for its interpretive programs, along the Lewis and Clark Trail
(http://www.ci.omaha.ne.us/departments/mayor/EconDev/NPS.htm).

EPA Plans Move to Mixed Use Development in Arlington

Last Spring, GSA’s National Capital Region signed two leases totaling 405,177
square feet for the Environmental Protection Agency at One and Two Potomac
Yard, in Arlington, Virginia. One and Two Potomac Yard will be part of a mixed-use
development that will include 2.8 million square feet of office space, a 625-room
hotel, 100,000 square feet of neighborhood retail, and approximately 1,000 residen(]
tial units. EPA requires that its office locations feature sustainable design and green
building concepts.

GSA Opens on Broadway, in San Diego

On November 22nd, GSA's San Diego Office and the U.S. District Court celebrated
an important joint effort that has emerged as a best practice in GSA’s efforts to be a
“Good Neighbor.” GSA’s Pacific Rim Regional Administrator Peter G. Stamison cut
a block long ribbon opening the Broadway Storefront Improvement project, a project
spearheaded by GSA Senior Property Manager Pete Watson and U.S. District
Court Chief Judge Marilyn Huff, with the assistance of Peter Hall, President of the
Center City Development Corporation. This project transformed a blank brick wall at
the federal courthouse into an active ‘storefront’ art display that showcases the
universal ideals of “freedom, liberty, justice, and equality.”

Transit Expansion Opens Door to Mixed-Use at Denver Federal Center
On November 2™, GSA was given a unique opportunity to transform the Denver
Federal Center (DFC) into a thriving area of new mixed-use development, as
Denver voters approved a referendum to fund expansion of the Regional
Transportation District (RTD) with the addition of six new rail lines and an improved
bus system. The RTD Fastracks plan (http://www.rtd-denver.com/fastracks/
west_corridor.html) includes a west corridor light rail line with a stop at the DFC, the
largest concentration of federal workers outside of Washington, DC. The rail station
would be located at the center of the DFC, and would integrate existing bus lines
currently isolated on the perimeter of the complex. GSA has worked cooperatively
with the RTD and the city of Lakewood to create a conceptual master plan of the
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proposed transit stop that envisions nearly three million square feet of office space,
574,000 square feet of retail and restaurants, and 1,600 homes that could one day
fill the 235 acre site. In addition to presenting an opportunity for redevelopment and
drastically enhancing transit choice for federal workers, this project will lead to the
cleanup of contaminated former industrial sites. It represents an important
opportunity for GSA to partner with the private sector to benefit federal clients and
their community.

Last year, GSA’s Mid-Atlantic Region signed a new services contract with the
Downtown Norfolk Council (http://www.downtownnorfolk.org/). The contract prol]
vides cleaning services to the area around three federal buildings, which are in Nor(J
folk’'s newly revitalized Granby Street corridor. The Council has played a leading
role in the area’s improvement. GSA’s property manager, Tim Hile, found that the
contract would provide services that improve the working environment for his client
agencies at a price that is fair and reasonable to the government. Moreover, the
contract discussions between the Council and GSA also led to enhanced coordinal]
tion on broader downtown issues. As the Council’'s Executive Director, Cathy Cole[]
man, notes, “Federal building security officers and our own security personnel are
working together much better now, sharing information. As valuable as our contract
with GSA is, this type of coordination is just as important for keeping the neighbor(]
hood a great place to do business.”

The display coincided with the 50"
anniversary of the Supreme Court’s decision in the Brown case, and focused on the
role that Southeast District Court cases played before and after the decision.

In December, GSA and the National Trust for Historic Preservation’s Main Street
Center released ‘Measuring the Economic Impact of Federal Facilities on Central
Business Districts’, a study that examines the financial impact of federal building
operations in downtown areas. In looking at three test sites in Athens, GA,
Baltimore, MD, and Springdfield, IL, the study found that federal workers spend an
average of $5,041 each year in the central business districts where they work. The
study further suggests that the presence of federal agencies in downtown areas
provides considerable economic benefit for the downtown in the form of purchases
by visitors, as well as agency rent payments, purchases and service procurements.
Those agencies with the highest visitor populations brought the largest economic
benefit. As noted by F. Joseph Moravec, Commissioner of GSA’s Public Buildings
Service, “This research is not only confirmation of the importance of existing
buildings, it will also serve as an important foundation document in our attempt to
be a good neighbor for future projects.”

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New Contracts with BIDs

GSA continues to contract for services provided by business improvement districts
at nearly thirty locations nationwide, including two new locations: Norfolk, VA and
Denver, CO. Unlike private property owners that typically are assessed (or ‘taxed’)
to cover the costs of enhanced district services (including sidewalk cleaning,
security patrols, marketing, etc.), as a federal agency GSA may only contract for
those services that it finds are necessary and beneficial to the federal agencies at
the GSA buildings in these districts. Where appropriate, each contract is negotiated
on a case-by-case basis, typically for one or more of the services that the BID offers
within the district. In various locations, GSA has contracted for security patrols,
streetscape maintenance, or a combination of these and other services. GSA has
found that the services provided by BIDs offer an effective way to improve working
environments and the surrounding neighborhood for thousands of federal workers
and visitors at GSA facilities.

Open Park, Serve Public

As you might have noticed, discussions in Philadelphia about providing free
citywide WiFi service have been making national news. You may not know,
however, that here in Washington a lesser-known effort has already brought free
public WiFi to portions of the National Mall. The effort is lead by the all-volunteer
Open Park Project, a 501(c)(3) tax-exempt charity. Funded entirely by public
contributions, Open Park has already installed free, publicly accessible outdoor hot
spots on Capitol Hill, in front of the Supreme Court and at the site of the new
Capitol Visitor's Center. They have plans to extend the service westward—the
length of the Mall—and are in discussions with the Smithsonian about mounting
equipment on top of some Mall museums. For those of us who believe that a sunny
day outside is among the most desirable of work places, the Open Park project sets
an example for the type of amenity that might someday be provided at public
buildings around the country.
