d.       EPA mods now request a previously submitted date, which has no bearing on the specific items being submitted – GSA needs to review the business issues with this- and you could only enter a date which ended in year 2009 even if the last EPA mod submission was in 2008 or prior.

5)       January an update to SIP vendors announcing an upgrade was released but the primary change is to enforce the input of email addresses.

a.       Not everyone uses SIP

6)       Has there been anymore discussion about the pictures on Advantage?  

a.       Emails from Sensoft are advertising the requirement, but GSA states if you use EDI this is not a requirement.

b. GSA CO’s are inconsistently rejecting GSA Advantage updates sent via EDI stating that it is a mandatory requirement.
