NHTSA's Reissued Warning for Users of 15-Passenger Vans

On April 9, 2001, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) issued a cautionary warning to users of 15-passenger vans concerning rollover risk under certain conditions. The advisory notes that a recent NHTSA study "revealed that 15-passenger vans have a rollover risk that is similar to other light trucks and vans when carrying a few passengers."

On April 15, 2002, Mr. Jeffrey Runge, M.D., head of the Department of Transportation's National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, reissued this cautionary warning to users of the 15-passenger vans. NHTSA also unveiled a consumer flyer and hangtag for users of the 15-passenger vans.
