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Critical Facts

-For NCR under WITS, it is the Agency’s responsibility to issue the disconnect 

through the electronic ordering systems once the SOCN is received. (10)

-The Agency may be subject to GSA Regional service fees for various service orders 

that must be generated during porting process

-Porting of numbers is responsibility of the Networx Contractor and the Agency

-If a number is disconnected prior to porting the number will no longer be available

-Executing the PIC change is the responsibility of the new contractor
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
