Accurate color reproduction is accomplished by matching modern paints to the sample color chips corresponding to each code. There are two coding systems for describing color. They are the Munsell and Plochere color systems.

The contractor must obtain the coded chips for each color indicated in the finish schedule. Purchase chips directly from the following firm(s):

Chips range from $2 (Plochere 3" X 5") to $35 (Munsell 8" X 10"). All color chips must be computer matched. Major paint manufacturers known to be capable of computer color matching include Sherwin William's, Benjamin Moore, and Duron. Visual matching is not acceptable.

Submit written verification of having color chips computer matched to paints to the Contracting Officer 48 hours prior to painting. These verifications must be written on paint manufacturer's stationary and hand signed by the individual conducting the computer color matching. No substitution for coded colors will be accepted."
