Federal Fleet Report Now Available

The fiscal year 2004 Federal Fleet Report is now available at the General Services Administration’s Internet website at www.gsa.gov/policy.  The Report is produced by GSA’s Office of Governmentwide Policy,  Vehicle Management Policy Division.  

This year marks the first major revision of the Report since it was re-formatted in 1998 to take advantage of graphical pie and bar charts to represent the detailed tabular data.  The Report is now designed to provide a more realistic view of the Federal motor vehicle fleet, sorting vehicles into either passenger-carrying or truck categories.  We have also re-designed the Report’s charts and graphs to provide a better representation of trend data.  Lastly, we have added vehicle categories for passenger vans and sport utility vehicles, and are including special purpose vehicles in their respective vehicle and weight categories (special purpose vehicles were previously excluded from the Report.).
Of special note is the Report’s re-designed executive summary.  The summary provides an overall view of the Federal motor vehicle fleet leaving the details of vehicle ownership and source to other sections within the Report.  Within the executive summary, there are 5-year trends on motor vehicle inventory, acquisitions, miles traveled, fuel consumed, and operating costs.  These trend charts show where the Federal fleet has come from, gives indications of where the fleet is headed, and indicates areas of interest for planning purposes.
