Donation Success Story - Connecticut

The Connecticut Department of Administrative Services Federal Property Distribution (FDP) Center donated a 39-foot, 18,700-pound Arctic Survey Boat to the Glacier Society of Bridgeport, Connecticut.

"When the federal government has a surplus item, it then is offered to states," said the DAS Commissioner. "The Glacier Society had approached the Coast Guard and then DAS and asked that an eye be kept on the Arctic Survey Boat in case it became available. Instead of the Glacier Society buying a new Arctic Survey Boat for a large sum of money, they came to DAS for help and got it for much less."

DAS' Federal Surplus Representative said reuse of the property by federal agencies demonstrates good business practices, maximizing the use of available property within the federal community and avoiding expenditures for new property. However, the benefits of this program reach further than the federal community, they also touch state and local communities through the donation program. The state and local governments are able to feel the ripple effect, further maximizing tax dollars by acquiring expendable federal property and using it to meet the needs of state and local communities."
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
