Donation Success Story - District of Columbia

Southeastern University of Washington, DC, is a donee of the District of Columbia State Agency for Surplus Property. Southeastern University has been very active in acquiring personal property through the federal donation program.

The Washington Young Men's Christian Association (YMCA) founded Southeastern University in 1879. In 1917, Southeastern University was known as the Washington School of Accountancy and became Southeastern University in 1930. Southeastern University is accredited by the Commission on Higher Education of the Middle States Association of College and Schools.

Computer science, information systems management, accounting, taxation, mathematics, liberal studies, business management, marketing, public administration, finance and banking, and communication arts constitute its current specialties.

GSA's Washington Area Property Officers have been assisting an aging Southeastern University in renovation efforts of its classrooms, conference spaces, computer labs, and other facilities throughout the campus. Approximately 81 line items of computers, office furniture, carpeting and audio visual equipment with an acquisition cost of$360,041 were donated to the University.
