Donation Success Stories – Florida

Road Grader
These "before" and "after" pictures of a road grader provided by the Florida State Agency for Surplus Property to the Lake County, Florida, Sheriff's Office, indicates the time, effort, and dollars put into the equipment that is placed into service by municipal agencies. This unit came from an overseas U.S. military installation.
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This acquisition allows the Sheriff's office to maintain roads for easy access by emergency vehicles where the county road department does not maintain the roads. Not visible in the picture of the refurbished grader are the words above the engine compartment, "FEDERAL SURPLUS PROPERTY." Nearly every item acquired by the Sheriff's office is so marked to indicate to the citizens of the county of the wide and successful use of their tax dollars that originally purchased this equipment.

Van for School
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Victory Christian Academy, Sneads, Florida, acquired this vehicle through the Florida State Agency for Surplus Property to use primarily as a service unit for the rest of the school's fleet. As a multi-purpose vehicle, this van will be used for maintenance and other needs within the school. Victory Christian Academy has several vehicles in use for transporting students to and from school.

Horn of Plenty
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The Okaloosa Florida District School System has been a major recipient of band instruments, like this French horn, from the Florida State Agency for Surplus Property. Instruments are high dollar items for the school's budget so procuring from the Donation Program saves thousands of dollars over commercially procured instruments. In most cases, like this instrument from Ft. Campbell, KY, these instruments are in very good condition.

 

 

Valuable Trucks
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Glades County, Florida, is in one of the areas in South Florida that has been susceptible to brush fires within the past few years. The Glades County Board of County Commissioners has acquired these two military vehicles from the Florida State Agency for Surplus Property for use as brush trucks and recognizes their all terrain capability. These trucks were serviceable and ready to be put in place with limited modifications. 

Heavy Equipment
The District Manager of the Canal Commission, Lake Region Management Division, in Winter Haven, Florida, expressed appreciation to the Florida State Agency for Surplus Property with regard to surplus property received by the district office. Specifically, the District Manager was able to obtain several pieces of heavy equipment as shown. After some minor repairs, the equipment was placed into service and in some cases, it has been converted to handle other operations providing added flexibility to get the job done. Owning this property has saved money and made this district office run more efficiently.
