Forward and Organization of This Workplan
This document is intended to support work performed under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Facility Investigation (RFI) program at the Southeast Federal Center (SEFC) site located in Washington, DC.  This work is being performed in accordance with the  U. S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’s) Final Administrative Order on Consent (CO), Docket Number RCRA-III-019AM, dated August 2, 1999.  This Data Collection Quality Assurance Plan (DCQAP) for the SEFC (the Site) has been developed by URS Group, Inc. (URS) and is based on general information and conditions at the Site as described in the RFI Description of Current Conditions (DCC) and Summary of Interim Measures/Site Stabilization (IM/SS) report and our Use History and Proposed Investigation of Previously Undocumented Buildings and Areas report (SI report).  This DCQAP is divided into two parts, a Field Sampling Plan (FSP) and a Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP).  The FSP is designed to provide direction for field personnel involved in the activities related to sampling and data gathering during conduct of field activities.  The QAPP presents the specific project organization, objectives, functional activities, quality assurance (QA), and quality control activities (QC) associated with the RFI.  The QAPP specifies the minimum procedures that shall be implemented in order to ensure that project related activities are conducted in a manner consistent with the specific quality goals of precision, accuracy, completeness, representativeness, and comparability.  Implementation of the procedures described in the QAPP will provide documented data of known quality.

This DCQAP is designed to ensure that field sampling procedures, analytical methods, and chemical analytical data are of sufficient quality to meet the intended use: examination of the lateral and vertical extent of environmental impacts to soil and groundwater, and preparation of a human health risk assessment.

As specific conditions and additional information warrant, this DCQAP will be amended to include site-specific and/or task-specific QA/QC procedures.  If additional phases of work are required, addenda will be prepared to cover those activities.  Addenda to this document will be issued with the appropriate revision number contained in the document control header.  The amended portions of this document will replace portions of the corresponding text previously issued.  Addenda prepared to support additional phases of work will be a continuation of this document.  Each individual addendum will be formatted as additional sub-sections of the existing sections within this document.  Amendments and addenda will be issued as draft documents, pending EPA approval.
