MINUTES

The Interagency Committee on Property Management (ICPM) convened on April 24, 2003, at the Old Post Office Building, 12th and Pennsylvania Avenues, room M-09, at 9 a.m.  

Attendees.  More than 40 people, representing 19 agencies, attended.  

Proceedings.  

Welcome and Comments.  Bob Holcombe (GSA/OGP) welcomed the attendees to the ICPM meeting.  Following the welcome, Bob thanked Murray Welsh (NEA) for hosting the meeting.  

Electronics Asset Management Challenges in the Federal Government.  Juan Lopez (OFEE) discussed the history and mission of the Office of the Federal Environmental Executive (OFEE).  The U.S. government is the largest purchaser of electronics in the world and electronics is the fastest growing portion of the waste stream.  The OFEE is encouraging agencies to purchase environmentally friendly electronics and to dispose of them in an environmentally friendly manner.  

UNICOR Computer Recycling.  Larry Novicky (UNICOR) discussed the UNICOR program, which provides employment and training to inmates of 70 federal prisons.  One program is computer recycling.  UNICOR has a no landfill policy and complies with all local, state, and EPA environmental regulations.  UNICOR customers include the federal government, state and local governments, nonprofit organizations, and the private sector.  

Property News.  Bob Holcombe (GSA) thanked the outgoing steering committee members and presented them with certificates of appreciation.  Linda Wagner (GSA) asked for volunteers to participate in a new CFL working group.  Rick Bender (GSA) discussed the new exchange/sale brochure.  Agencies may obtain printed copies from him or electronic copies from the Personal Property Management website.  Bob Holcombe announced that the professional development task group guide to property management is available at www.manageyourproperty.gov and that the new version of the Property Act will soon be available electronically.
