The RFP is amended as follows: 

1.
On page 31 at VII.  RFP Submittal Content, Section 2, fourth sentence, insert "More favorable evaluation will be given in this selection process to proposed site plans and design concepts that demonstrate the developer's serious consideration of the historic resources at the 42-acre SEFC site and that would facilitate agreement under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act among GSA, the District of Columbia State Historic Preservation Office (DC SHPO), the Advisory Council for Historic Preservation (ACHP), and the developer regarding the development of the 42-acre site.  As part of its site plans and design concepts, each developer must submit for evaluation its realistic plan for facilitating agreement under Section 106.  Developers will have an opportunity to revise their RFP responses, if necessary, after receipt of DC SHPO and ACHP comments on Chapter 2, Section 3.5, and Section 4.5 of the preliminary Draft Environmental Impact Statement."

On page 9 at III. Key Development Considerations, A. GSA Plan, Table 1, delete "and Open Space" and insert "at least" in front of "5-1/2 acres".

On page 17 at F.  Infrastructure, Required Infrastructure, third unnumbered paragraph, second sentence, delete "5-1/2 acres of park and open space on the SEFC site, inclusive of 2-1/2 acres for a waterfront park" and insert "5-1/2 acres of waterfront park (at least 2-1/2 acres of which are an open space area west of Parcel P in the area designated WO on the SEFC Zoning Overlay in the RFP and no more than 3 acres of development area east of, and including,  Parcel P in the area designated WO on the SEFC Zoning Overlay in the RFP) on the SEFC site."
