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It makes sense for government to leverage experience, policies, technologies, code, and lessons learned to make mobile gov. At the risk of being cliche, why reinvent the wheel??

Well, in fact, it’s not so easy for federal agencies to share and to collaborate.For starters, agencies usually toil away in their own silos, unaware of what other agencies are doing. 

Then, there are the structural challenges to sharing. Challenges like:

appropriations and budget, or 

legal authorities,

specific agency regulations, and, even

mission.

There’s procurement challenges around sharing resources and contract vehicles--spawning inter-agency legal agreements. 

And each agency spends time individually solving and resolving the same policy issues.
