Federal Acquisition Service

Marty Wagner retired from federal service on January 31, 2007, as the Deputy Commissioner for the Federal Acquisition Service (FAS)—a role that he served in from June 2006.  Prior to this position, he served as the FAS Acting Commissioner for seven months.  FAS is the GSA organization that was formed through the consolidation of the Federal Supply Service and Federal Technology Service.  

Mr. Wagner facilitated the acquisition of more than $50 billion dollars of goods and services for other federal agencies.  He managed the FAS workforce of more than 4,000 employees that help customers find, buy and manage all federal services other than real estate.  His programs included the means by which agencies got information technology services, the government's major contracts for obtaining telecommunications and the management of 200,000 motor vehicles.  Programs also included disaster relief for hurricane victims, equipment for the war fighter, travel arrangements for the federal traveler, and use of charge cards.

Prior to Mr. Wagner’s appointments in FAS, he served as Associate Administrator for GSA’s Office of Governmentwide Policy from 1995 to 2005.  He oversaw the development and implementation of management solutions for better government.  This included policies for electronic government and information technology, acquisition and the management of real and personal property. 

Mr. Wagner led initiatives that have set the tone and direction for major changes in Governmentwide management.  He played a key role in promoting electronic government, in using commercial contracts and approaches, and in putting performance measures into practice.  Mr. Wagner initiated FirstGov, the government’s Internet portal, and FedbizOpps, the gateway for all federal procurements.  He also established Governmentwide contracts for smart cards and electronic signatures, as well as co-chaired the federal government's first interagency electronic commerce effort.  

From 1990 to 1995, Mr. Wagner served as a senior manager in information technology and telecommunications at GSA.  Earlier, he directed telecommunications at the U.S. Department of Treasury and evaluated telecommunications issues at the Office of Management and Budget.  He also evaluated the economic impact of regulations at the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and consulted on economic and technological issues for the space program. 

Mr. Wagner earned bachelor’s and master’s degrees in engineering from Princeton University, as well as a masters in economics and public policy from Princeton’s Woodrow Wilson School.  He also received both Distinguished and Meritorious rank awards from the President of the United States in 2000 and 1998, respectively.
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
