2. 1942 COMMERCIAL IRON WORKS, MEDIUM ENDURANCE CUTTER, “TAMAROA” 

Description: 205-foot U.S. Coast Guard ship, Launched October 9, 1942 by U.S. Navy as “USS Zuni.” Saw duty in Pearl Harbor, Hawaii during World War II. Participated in the July 24, 1945 assault on the Mariana Islands and assisted in the invasion effort of Iwo Jima. Earned four (4) Battle Stars. Decommissioned from U.S. Navy and transferred to U.S. Coast Guard on March 25, 1947, renamed “Tamaroa.” Stationed at Governors Island in New York until 1985. Primary tasks were search and rescue and law enforcement. Vessel was first on-site at 1967 sinking of Andrea Doria off Nantucket Island. Most famously, ship is immortalized in the movie, “The Perfect Storm,” for its rescue of three persons from a sailboat, named “Satori,” located 75 miles off Nantucket Island. 

Displacement: 1,641 tons. Propulsion: Diesel-electric, four (4) General Motors model 12-278 diesel engines, 3,010 horsepower. Maximum speed: 16.1 knots. 
Decommission date: February 1, 1994. Contains no asbestos, PCBs or hazardous materials. Vessel is in “rough” condition — all engines, generators, mechanics need repair.

6. Former B&M Railroad Depot 

Built in 1876, the Former Boston & Maine Railroad Depot, known locally as the Rialto, is listed on the National Register of Historic Places as part of the Lowell, MA Downtown Historic District. The 11,200 square foot building was built of brick and granite in the high-Victorian Gothic sts.le and sits on a corner block welcoming visitors into downtown Lowell. The building was assigned to the U.S. Department of Education under the Public Benefit Conveyance (PBC) program, to be awarded to Middlesex County College (MCC). In 1995, MCC was awarded the Lowell Post Office! Federal Building as part of a PBC and renovated a portion of it into library and classroom space, and plans to convert the a section of the building into a performing arts center. Eventually, the building will house MCC;s entire arts program, combining classroom and performance spaces with exhibit space and a small auditorium theater.

7. Middle River Depot 

The historic Middle River Depot is a 1.9 million square foot facility located on 50 acres 113 miles northeast of the city of Baltimore, MD. It served as a Martin Aircraft Manufacturing Plant during World War II. The property was sold via online auction for $37.5 million in 2006.

8. Bell Federal Center 

This former federal service center was conveyed to The Salvation Army for Homeless use. The building now serves up to 420 men and women in need each night.
