FAST FACTS
· GSA serves as the central organizer for selling all used, outmoded or confiscated federal property to U.S. citizens. All items are sold at fair market value.
· GSA sales of surplus property help to reduce the cost of running the government by recouping costs of unused, underutilized or superseded items.
· In 2001, the federal government’s first year of online auctions of surplus office equipment, furniture, cars and other items, GSA generated approximately $11.3 million from sales of 10,000 items. In 2007, GSA’s online auctions of similar types of surplus items generated approximately $230 million from sales of more than 107,500 auction items.
· Since 2004, GSA has generated more than $7 billion from sales of more than 200 federally-owned buildings, office complexes, and parcels of land.
· The highest bid ever received in an online auction of surplus federal real estate was the winning bid of $650 million for the El Toro Air Station in California,
