STATEMENT OF WORK
(Scope 1 of 2)
1.  References:

2.  Project Scope:  Provide full food service catering in order to provide daily hot breakfast, evening meals (Dinner), warming and cooling beverages, remote site feeding, and a dining facility with tables and chairs in support of the Ohio Army National Guard.  The daily menu will be in accordance with the above references.  The contractor will provide a cyclic menu which will include required components of a nutritionally balanced meal: 

A. Evening Meal minimum requirement:  

· One meat entree, one vegetarian entrée, appropriate sauce or gravy to accompany entrée, one soup either cream or broth based, one starch, one vegetable, standard salad bar choices, a grain item (bread or rolls), fresh fruit, a daily salad, desert, condiments, and beverages, 1% milk, and ice cream.  
· Provide steak and baked potato meal with appropriate condiments on the following dates: 29 July, 12 Aug, 25 Aug, and 1 September.

B. Breakfast minimum requirement:
· Eggs (scrambled), one breakfast meat (sausage patties, bacon, sausage links, hash), one hot cereal (grits, oatmeal, farina), assorted grain items (bread, biscuit, English muffins, bagels, or toast), fresh fruit, one pastry (donuts, cinnamon rolls, etc), one grilled item (waffles, pancakes, French toast), one potato choice, condiments, coffee, 100% juice, assorted cold cereal, beverages, and 1% milk.

3.  Period of Performance:  10 July 2010-3 Sep 2010. Breakfast serving time: 0500-0700, Dinner serving time: 1800-2000.  Breakfast time requirements for the dates of 4- 9 August: 0400-0700. The first meal will be dinner on the 10th, and the last meal will be breakfast on the 3rd of September 2010. 
4.  Caterer will be self-sustaining to include fuel, pots, pans, cooking utensils, generator, serving utensils, lighting, grease disposal, garbage management, and hand-washing facilities that offer hot and cold water.  Required serving line throughput is approximately 500 soldiers per 30 minutes. 
5. Warming and Cooling Beverages (electrolyte replacement type): Prepare and provide hot and cold beverage service for remote consumption. Beverages, condiments and disposable items are to be ready for government pick-up at request time.
6. Remote Site Feedings: Plan, prepare, package, and label complete meals for remote site feeding IAW TB MED 530 and FM 10-23-2. Food will coincide with agreed upon menu cycle. Requested meals are cleared through the Unit Food Service Representatives. Requested meals, serving instructions, utensils, single use items, refuse receptacles and trash bags are ready for government pick-up at request time.   

7.  Water (4 miles from serving location) is accessible by hose.  Electric is unavailable. Gray-water disposal is the responsibility of the vendor. No sewage system is available. The vendor must plan to transport water from water point, contain gray-water, and dispose of the gray-water. 
8. Dining (feeding) Tent: Required to support the feeding of approximately 1500 soldiers, 500 soldiers per 30 minute throughput. Provide lights (illumination of 50 foot candle at table height), HVAC to sustain 70 degrees. Tents must be able to withstand wind gusts of 75mph. All feeding tents are to have ½” wood flooring. Tables and chairs are to be provided by the contractor so the soldiers can eat while sitting down. Contractor is responsible for erecting and dismantling of tents as well as maintaining the operation or lights, HVAC, and power generation. 
9.  Price quote:  Include paper-gear (plates, eating utensils, cups) and cleaning supplies in your price quote.    FINAL HEADCOUNTS WILL BE PROVIDED TO THE VENDOR THREE WEEKS PRIOR TO THE FIRST MEAL SERVED FOR EACH ACTIVITY (see attached spreadsheet). Billing must be adjusted accordingly. Split cost-estimate into two portions: Service (labor) and raw food cost.

(Scope 2 of 2)
12.  Project Scope:  Provide the following services and equipment as turn-key operations for the Ohio Army National Guard to support the Annual Training period covering 56 days from 10 July 2010 – 3 September 2010 at Camp Ravenna Joint Military Training Center (CRJMTC) in support of approximately 2430 Soldiers: 10-30 July; 480 Soldiers, 31 Jul-14 Aug; 750 Soldiers, 19 Aug-3 Sep; 1500 Soldiers.


A. Shower Trailer: Provide, install, power generation (to include fuel & maintenance), maintain, and service sufficient number of shower trailers daily to accommodate specific number of personnel (see schedule below). The contractor is responsible for cleaning all shower trailers between 0800-1600 daily. No sewage system is available. The contractor is responsible for the containment and disposal of gray-water daily or as needed. Hot water for showers shall be at an appropriate temperature for comfortable use but shall not exceed 120F (49C) during operations 100% of the time.


(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Sufficient shower trailers to accommodate 480 Soldiers.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Sufficient shower trailers to accommodate 750 Soldiers.



(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Sufficient shower trailers to accommodate 1500 Soldiers.


B. Shaving Trailer: Provide, install, power generation (to include fuel & maintenance), maintain, and service sufficient number of shaving trailers with mirrors daily to accommodate specific number of personnel (see schedule below). Servicing will consist of providing and replenishing paper towels, providing and emptying waste containers and the cleaning of all shaving trailers between 0800-1600 daily. No sewage system is available. The contractor is responsible for the containment and disposal of gray-water. Hot water for shaving trailers shall be at an appropriate temperature for comfortable use but shall not exceed 120F (49C) during operations 100% of the time.


(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Sufficient shaving trailers to accommodate 480 Soldiers.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Sufficient shaving trailers to accommodate 750 Soldiers.



(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Sufficient shaving trailers to accommodate 1500 Soldiers.

C. Environmental Control Units (ECUs): Provide, install, power generation (to include fuel & maintenance), maintain, and service sufficient number of heating/air conditioning units for a total of eleven buildings (#156-#166) according to the schedule below. The contractor is responsible to maintain temperatures between 66-72F in a hot environment and between 74-78F in a cold environment during operations 100% of the time. Each building is 50’x220’ and the ceiling is 14’6” with corrugated metal with open vents. Buildings 156-162 and 166 do not have power. Buildings 163, 164 and 165 have power with 480-3 phase 200 amp service panel, 480 power and is converted to 120/240 single phase.  

(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Five (5) buildings # 162 - # 166 requires ECUs.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Seven (7) buildings # 160 - # 166 requires ECUs.

(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Eleven (11) buildings # 156 - # 166 require ECUs. 


D. Hand Wash Stations: Service daily sufficient number of hand wash stations to accommodate specific number of personnel (see schedule below). Servicing will consist of providing and replenishing paper towels, hand soap, providing and emptying waste containers and the cleaning of all hand wash stations daily. The contractor will add water and remove gray water as needed during operations 100% of the time.


(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Sufficient hand wash stations to accommodate 480 Soldiers.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Sufficient hand wash stations to accommodate 750 Soldiers.



(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Sufficient hand wash stations to accommodate 1500 Soldiers.

E. Portable Toilets: Provide, install, move, and service daily with complete interior sanitation, liquid hand sanitizer, toilet tissue, and removal of waste and gray water during operations 100% of the time. The number of portable toilets will be a sufficient enough to accommodate specific number of personnel (see schedule below). Portable toilets will be located at various locations throughout CRJMTC and the contractor must be flexible in increasing or decreasing the number of portable toilets as training and unpredictable circumstance dictates. 


(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Sufficient portable toilets to accommodate 480 Soldiers.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Sufficient portable toilets to accommodate 750 Soldiers.



(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Sufficient portable toilets to accommodate 1500 Soldiers.


F. Waste Dumpsters: Deliver, stage, move and pick-up a total of ten (10) 20-yard roll-off dumpsters with lids based on the schedule below. The contractor is responsible for emptying the dumpsters every other day at a minimum and for maintaining 10 feet surrounding the dumpsters visibly free of trash in order to reduce rodent and critter infestation. 


(1) 10 – 30 Jul: Three (3) 20-yard roll-off dumpsters.

(2) 31 Jul – 14 Aug: Six (6) 20-yard roll-off dumpsters.




(3) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Ten (10) 20-yard roll-off dumpsters.


G. Light Towers: Delivery, service, fuel, maintenance and pick-up a total of six (6) 4-lamp tow behind light towers with diesel powered engines based on the schedule below.


(1) 10 Jul – 14 Aug: Six (6) tow-behind light towers.


(2) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: Six (6) tow-behind light towers. 


H. Potable Water Tank: Delivery & pick-up, staging, power generation (to include fuel & maintenance), and service one (1) water tanker with a minimum capacity of 5000 gallons of potable water based on the schedule below. The contractor is responsible for refilling as needed without interfering with training operations. The water tanker must be adaptable to accommodate filling and refilling 2 quart canteens, 5 gallon water containers, and 400 gallon water trailers. 



(1) 10 Jul – 14 Aug: One (1) potable water tank.


(2) 15 Aug - 3 Sep: One (1) potable water tank. 


I. Refrigerated Trailer: Delivery & pick-up, staging, power generation (to include fuel & maintenance), and service one (1) 53’ refrigerated trailer with diesel powered engine for storing ice. 



(1) 10 July – 3 September: One (1) refrigerated trailer.
 

J. Generators: Delivery & pick-up, install and maintain sufficient power generation (to include fuel & maintenance) to support the operation of shower trailers, shaving trailers, ECUs, buildings, refrigerated trailer, and light towers.  


(1) 10 July – 3 September: Number of generators varies.


K. Briefing Tent: Provide tent to include lights (illumination of 50 foot candle at vehicle height), minimum of 10 (2-recepticle) electrical outlets spaced evenly along the wall, fire extinguisher (Type C). Tent will have 1/2” wood floor or flex matting floors and must be able to withstand wind gusts of 75mph. Tent must be large enough to accommodate approximately 200 personnel with 10 folding tables (3’ x 8’) and 50 folding chairs. The contractor is responsible for erecting and dismantling the tent as well as maintaining the operation of lights, HVAC with temperatures between 66-72F in a hot environment and between 74-78F in a cold environment during operations 100% of the time, and power generation (to include fuel and maintenance). 


(1) 10 July – 3 September: One (1) Briefing Tent to accommodate approximately 200 personnel.

13.  The contractor must be available to contact 24 hours a day and able to service all equipment within two (2) hours of notification of a problem.

14.  The contractor will be self-sustaining to include lodging, meals, fuel, power generation, and incidentals.  

15.  Price quote:  The contractor will provide a separate invoice for each training phase: 10-30 Jul; 31 Jul-14 Aug; 10 Jul-14 Aug; 15 Aug-3 Sep. Include cleaning supplies in your price quote. Final dates will be provided to the contractor by 15 June 2010. Dates may shift by approximately three days to the left due to smaller advanced parties arriving for set-up. Billing must be adjusted accordingly.
