GSA Schedule Order Checklist
The General Services Administration has prepared a checklist for use to assist you in completing the actions necessary to properly issue and administer orders using the GSA Schedules Program.   The checklist is divided into two parts:

· Checklist A for products, or services not requiring a statement of work (SOW); and

· Checklist B for services requiring a SOW.

Both parts are made up of a series of questions related to the actions needed to properly issue and administer an order using the GSA Schedules Program.  For each checklist question, there are three possible answers “Yes,” “No,” or “Not Applicable.”  When completing the applicable checklist, you should be able to answer “Yes” to ALL the applicable questions.  If your answer is “No” to ANY question, there is a deficiency and you should take appropriate action to correct the deficiency.  You should only consider a “Not Applicable” response when there is a clear rationale for doing so.  For example, if you are evaluating actions related to issuing an order, the questions related to order termination would not apply.  
If you are not sure how to answer a particular question in Checklist A or B, click on the related link for that question under the heading “GO TO Related Questions.”  Selecting that link will move you to one or more related questions to assist you in deciding on the course of action to properly place a GSA Schedule contract order.
NOTE:  The Checklist is based on FAR requirements and good business practice.  The questions do not consider any agency or ordering activity supplements to the FAR.  If you are subject to such supplements, you must consider them as you use these questions to evaluate your GSA Schedules contracting performance.
