The Office of Personnel Management (OPM) and GSA's National Capital Region partnered on the upgrades to the public corridors in the agency’s headquarters in the Theodore Roosevelt Federal Building (FB) in Washington, DC.  The corridors in the Roosevelt FB had not been significantly modified since the building opened in the early 1960’s.  OPM and GSA partnered in developing the scope of the project in an effort to upgrade the facility to meet the requirements of both agencies.  Some of the work included:

· Replacing the ceiling and light fixtures with energy efficient lighting

· Removing the asbestos vinyl floor tiles and laying down high quality carpet

· Installing state-of-the-art cabling to support the current voice and data communications needs

· Improving corridor and public entry signage

· Installing a new fire alarm system with fire sprinklers.

By combining work items, OPM and GSA were able to save money and reduce construction time.  Once the project is completed, the Roosevelt FB will provide a modern workplace for its employees and a visitor friendly facility for the public.
