Federal Travel Regulation (FTR)

Per Diem Bulletin 10-03

Maximum Per Diem Rates for the States of Kansas, New Mexico, New York, Rhode Island, and Texas.
Summary:  The General Services Administration (GSA) has reviewed the per diem rates for certain locations in the States of Kansas, New Mexico, New York, Rhode Island, and Texas and determined that they are inadequate.  

Action:  An analysis of lodging rate survey data reveals that the maximum lodging rates for the State of Kansas, the city of Leavenworth, including the county of Leavenworth; the State of New Mexico, the city of Las Cruces, including the county of Dona Ana; the State of New York, the city of Oswego, including the county of Oswego; the State of Rhode Island, the city of Bristol, including the county of Bristol; the State of Texas, the city of Midland, including the county of Midland; should be increased to provide for the reimbursement of Federal employees’ per diem expenses beginning April 1, 2010.    

This Bulletin amends the FY 2010 per diem rates (see Federal Register notice at 74 FR 42898, August 25, 2009, and FTR Bulletin 10-01) to reflect the per diem rates in these prescribed areas.

Effective:  This Bulletin is effective April 1, 2010, and applies to travel performed on or after April 1, 2010.

Background Information

(A)  After an analysis of the per diem rates established for FY 2010, GSA has determined that current per diem rates for certain locations do not adequately reflect the cost of lodging and/or M&IE.  

(B)  Per diem rates are published on the Internet at www.gsa.gov/perdiem, as FTR Bulletins.  This Bulletin gives notice of revisions in the per diem rates prescribed by the Office of Governmentwide Policy for the continental United States (CONUS).  Per diem notices published periodically in the Federal Register constitute the only notification of revisions in CONUS per diem rates to agencies.  

(C)  The OMB Open Government Directive instructs agencies to take specific actions to implement the principles of transparency, participation, and collaboration.  Agencies are accountable for the quality and objectivity of internal controls over spending information.
