Federal Fleet Policy Council (FEDFLEET)

Established in the spring of 1996, the Federal Fleet Policy Council (FEDFLEET) is a redesignation of a previous interagency committee, the Interagency Motor Equipment Management Council (IMEMC).  It is composed of representatives and alternates from Federal agencies or activities, at the national level, that operate Federal motor vehicle fleets.  These fleet managers are responsible for the management of the Government's nearly 600,000 vehicle fleet.  Activities of the Council are directed by an elected steering committee composed of five members representing the following fleets: law enforcement, Department of Defense, civilian, small fleet, and large fleet.  The Council provides an effective mechanism for coordinating Federal vehicle management programs and policies, reviewing new technologies and automated systems, and analyzing the impact of current and proposed regulations, laws, Executive Orders, and international agreements.  FEDFLEET is the "vehicle" for Governmentwide liaison between Federal agencies, the private sector, and other governmental entities regarding vehicle management issues. 
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The Federal Vehicle Policy Division (MTV) serves, within the General Services Administration's Office of Governmentwide Policy, to develop Governmentwide policies that improve the management and enhance the performance of the motor vehicle fleets operated by Federal agencies.  MTV, working with other Federal agencies, serves as a catalyst in the development, implementation, and evaluation of these policies reflecting a truly collaborative effort.  The Division collects data on Governmentwide fleet operations, publishes the Federal Fleet Report, establishes motor vehicle safety programs, monitors agency compliance with mandated energy conservation programs, and develops Governmentwide benchmarks & performance measures for fleet comparisons.  MTV also facilitates the activities of the FEDFLEET an interagency group of Federal fleet professionals.

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Fleet Definitions

Fleet Definitions

The General Services Administration's Office of Governmentwide Policy, Federal Vehicle Policy Division has compiled the following list of some of the more commonly used terms in Federal motor vehicle fleet management.  These definitions are not intended as a substitute for the official definitions found in Public Laws, Federal Regulations, Federal Standards, Executive Orders, or other citations. 

A

Accessory or auxiliary equipment

A particular item or equipment added to a motor vehicle to aid or contribute to the vehicle's operation and/or mission.

Acquisition cost
The initial vehicle purchase price, inclusive of all transportation and new vehicle preparation costs, paid by the Government.

Alternative fuel

A fuel type other than petroleum-based gasoline or diesel as defined by the Energy Policy Act.  (Examples: Ethanol, Methanol, Compressed Natural Gas, Propane, and electrical energy).

B

Benchmarking

The continuous process of measuring products, services, and business practices against your program's toughest competitors or those companies recognized as industry leaders.

C

Cab-to-axle (CA) dimension

The distance from the back of a truck cab to the centerline of the rear axle.  For trucks with tandem rear axles, the CA dimension is given midway between the two rear axles.

Capitalized value

The total cost of a piece of equipment when first acquired.  It includes expenses incurred to put equipment into operating inventory, such as transportation charges, new vehicle preparation, etc.  Capitalized value may also include major accessory equipment items added to the vehicle and costs to rehabilitate vehicles.

Chassis, motor vehicle

The basic operative motor vehicle including engine, frame, and other essential structures and mechanical parts, but excluding body and all accessories and auxiliary equipment.

COBRA

The Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act (Public Law 99-272)

Commercial design motor vehicle

A motor vehicle procurable from regular production lines and designed for use by the general public. (41 CFR 102-34)


Conventional fuel

A petroleum-based fuel.  (Examples: gasoline and diesel fuel).

Cost per mile

A mathematical value resulting from the division of any cost (expense) element, or group of cost elements, by miles operated.

Cross-servicing

Petroleum products, repairs, supplies, and services provided to a Federal agency by other Federal agencies.  Cross servicing may also refer to commercial firms where GSA or other Federal agencies have agreements with these firms to supply services, repairs, or fuel. 

Curb Weight

The curb weight of a motor vehicle includes the weight of the chassis and cab, with all attachments, accessories, and equipment; the body, or fifth wheel; and a full complement of fuel, lubricants, and fluids. (Federal Vehicle Standards)

D

Depreciation
The difference between the acquisition cost of a motor vehicle and any disposal proceeds. 

Direct cost
Those operating expenses attributed to an individual motor vehicle or class of motor vehicles; e.g., maintenance costs (Government and commercial), and depreciation.

Displacement, engine (Cubic Inch Displacement, CID)

The volume in inches, through which the head of the piston moves, multiplied by the number of cylinders in the engine.  Engine displacement may also be measured in liters.

Disposal

Removal of a motor vehicle from Government inventory, usually by sale, including 

transfers and donations.

Domestic fleet
All reportable agency-owned motor vehicles operated in any State, Commonwealth, territory or possession of the United States, and the District of Columbia.  This definition is used in conjunction with the Federal Fleet Report. (41 CFR 102-34)


Downtime

The amount of time a motor vehicle or equipment is out of service for repair.

Dual-fuel motor vehicle

A motor vehicle that is capable of operating on either an alternative or conventional fuel based on driver selection.

E

EPACT (Energy Policy Act)

The Energy Policy Act of 1992 (Public Law 102-486, Titles III through VI) covers the use of alternative fuels in motor vehicles.  The Act defines the minimum Federal fleet requirements for the acquisition of alternative fuel vehicles.

Excess

Any property under the control of a Federal agency that the agency determines is not required for its needs or the discharge of its responsibilities.

Exchange sale

The sale of motor vehicles and related equipment where proceeds are applied in whole or as partial payment toward similar property that is procured to replace the original motor vehicle or equipment.  (41 CFR 101-46.3)

F

Fair market value

The value of a vehicle as stated by the National Automotive Dealers Association (NADA) Official Used Car Guide (or other agency approved used vehicle pricing guide).  An agency can select the fair market value to use.  For example, an agency may use the average loan, trade-in, or retail figures from the applicable guide.

Federal Fleet Report

An annual report prepared by the General Services Administration's Office of Governmentwide Policy, Federal Vehicle Policy Division, summarizing inventory, cost, utilization, and fuel data on all Federal motor vehicles.

Federal Vehicle Standards
The document that establishes classifications for various types and sizes of vehicles, general requirements, and equipment options.  Issued annual by the GSA Vehicle Acquisition & Leasing Service's Automotive Division.

FEDFLEET

The Federal Fleet Policy Council.  An interagency committee consisting of national level Federal agency fleet managers.  FEDFLEET meetings are conducted quarterly to discuss issues relating to management of the Federal government's nearly 600,000 vehicle fleet.

Flat rate manual

A manual published by an equipment manufacturer or independent publisher that indicates the length of time required for performing specific mechanical tasks, such as installing a clutch.  Normally, the costs of any parts required for a specific job are also listed.

Fleet Management Center (FMC)

A part of the GSA Fleet responsible for the administrative control of GSA Fleet vehicles in a specified geographic area as defined in the determination approved by the Administrator of General Services.

Flexible fuel motor vehicle

A vehicle that is capable of operating on a combination of alternative and conventional fuels concurrently.

Foreign fleet
All reportable agency-owned motor vehicles operated in areas outside any State, Commonwealth, territory or possession of the United States, and the District of Columbia. This definition is used in conjunction with the Federal Motor Vehicle Fleet Report. (41 CFR 102-34)
 

G

Gear ratio

The number of revolutions a driving gear requires to turn a driven gear one revolution.  For a pair of gears, the ratio is found by dividing the number of teeth on the driven gear by the number of teeth on the driving gear.

GOV

A motor vehicle owned or leased by the Government.

Governor

A device that limits the speed of an engine.  A governor is also a part on an automatic transmission that signals internal transmission components to shift to a higher gear.

Gradeability

The ability of a motor vehicle to negotiate a given grade at a specified Gross Combination Weight Rating (GCWR) or Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR).  It is the measure of the starting and grade-climbing ability of a vehicle, expressed in percent grade.  (1 percent is a rise of 1 foot in a horizontal distance of 100 feet.)

Gross Combination Weight Rating (GCWR)

The value specified by the manufacturer as the total loaded weight of a combination truck tractor vehicle, including the weight of the loaded semitrailer.

Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR)

The maximum loaded weight (including curb weight, operator & passenger weight, and payload) in pounds (lbs.) of a single vehicle.  Vehicle manufacturers specify the maximum GVWR on the vehicle certification label.

GSA Fleet

The organizational title assigned to the General Services Administration's interagency fleet operation, which encompasses the Central Office, regional offices, all GSA Fleet Management Centers, and GSA Fleet Management Subcenters.

GSA Maintenance Control Center (MCC)

The part of the GSA Fleet responsible for the oversight of authorization for vehicle repair, and certification of maintenance and repair invoices for GSA Fleet vehicles within the specified region(s).  The MCC also contacts vendors to schedule vehicle services.

H

Home-to-work 

The use of Government motor vehicles to travel between an employee's place of employment to their residence.  Home-to-work transportation applies to an employee under normal duty (non-travel or TDY) status performing assigned duties.  The governing Federal regulation for home-to-work use of Government motor vehicles is 41 CFR 102.5 (Public Law 99-550). 

Horsepower

The amount of work that an engine can perform within a given time.  One horsepower equals 33,000 foot pounds of work per minute.

Horsepower, gross

The power of a basic engine at a specified rpm without alternator, water pumps, fan, etc.  Gross horsepower is the figure commonly given as the horsepower rating of an engine. 

Horsepower, net

The usable power output of an engine "as installed."  Net horsepower is the gross horsepower minus the horsepower used to drive the alternator, water pump, fan, etc., at a specified rpm.

I

Indirect cost
The expenses that cannot be readily attributed to an individual motor vehicle or class of motor vehicles because they are incurred in connection with the fleet operation as a whole; e.g., indirect labor, pre-expensed items (benchstock), office supplies, printing (forms), commercial building rental, small tools and equipment, utility costs, capital improvements to facilities, and other miscellaneous costs.

Interagency Fleet Management System (IFMS)

The former organizational title assigned to the General Services Administration's interagency fleet operation, now retitled as GSA Fleet (See “GSA Fleet”).

GSA Fleet lease

Obtaining a motor vehicle from the GSA Fleet.  This is usually a permanently assigned motor vehicle for 60 continuous days or more. (41 CFR 102-34)

INTERFUEL

The Interagency Committee on Alternative Fuels and Low Emission Vehicles.  This is an interagency committee of National level agency fleet managers and energy conservation coordinators that meet monthly to address alternative fuel and energy conservation issues surrounding the Alternative Fuels Act of 1998, the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990, the Energy Policy Act of 1992, and executive orders 12759, 12844, and 13031.

L

Large fleet
A fleet of 2,000 or more reportable agency-owned or leased motor vehicles, worldwide. This definition is used in conjunction with the Federal Fleet Report. (41 CFR 102-34)

Law enforcement motor vehicle

A passenger automobile or light truck that is specifically approved in an agency’s appropriation for use in apprehension, surveillance, police or other law enforcement work, or specifically designed for use in law enforcement. If not identified in an agency’s appropriation language, a motor vehicle qualifies as a law enforcement motor vehicle only in the following cases:

(a)  A passenger automobile having heavy duty components for electrical, cooling and suspension systems and at least the next higher cubic inch displacement or more powerful engine than is standard for the automobile concerned.

(b)  A light truck having emergency warning lights and identified with markings such as "police.”

(c)  An unmarked motor vehicle certified by the agency head as essential for the safe and efficient performance of intelligence, counterintelligence, protective, or other law enforcement duties.

(d)  Motor vehicles seized by a Federal agency that are subsequently used for the purpose of performing law enforcement activities. (41 CFR 102-34)

Life-cycle

The complete cycle of a motor vehicle, from initial acquisition, through operation, to disposal.

Light duty motor vehicle
Any motor vehicle with a gross motor vehicle weight (GVWR) of 8,500 pounds or less.  (41 CFR 102-34)

 Light truck

A motor vehicle on a truck chassis with a gross motor vehicle weight rating (GVWR) of 8,500 pounds or less. (41 CFR 102-34)

M

Management Information System (MIS)

A computer database or program that may be used to track inventory, operations, transactions, and other data for use in analysis and reporting.

Military design motor vehicle

A motor vehicle (excluding general-purpose motor vehicles) designed according to military specifications to support directly combat or tactical operations or training for such operations.   (41 CFR 102-34)

Motor vehicle (as defined for purposes of the Federal Property & Administrative Services Act of 1949, as amended - GSA's legislative authority relating to motor vehicles)

Any vehicle, self propelled or drawn by mechanical power, designed and operated principally for highway transportation of property or passengers, exclusive of any vehicle designed or used for military field training, combat, or tactical purposes, or used principally within the confines of a regularly established military post, camp, or depot, and any vehicle regularly used by an agency in the performance of investigative, law enforcement, or intelligence duties if the head of such agency determines that exclusive control of such vehicle is essential to the effective performance of such duties. (40 U.S.C. § 472)

Motor vehicle identification

The official legends "For Official Use Only" and "U.S. Government," and other legends placed on a motor vehicle showing the full name of the department, agency, establishment, corporation, or service by which the motor vehicle is used.

Motor vehicle lease

Obtaining a motor vehicle by contract or other arrangement from a commercial source for 60 continuous days or more. (41 CFR 102-34)

Motor vehicle rental

Obtaining a motor vehicle by contract or other arrangement from a commercial source for less than 60 continuous days. (41 CFR 102-34)

O

Official use of motor vehicles

This is using a motor vehicle to perform your agency's mission(s), as authorized by your agency. (41 CFR 102-34) 

OMB Circular A-76

The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) circular that establishes Federal policy for the performance of recurring commercial activities.  Cost comparison studies are often required to determine whether recurring commercial activities should be operated under contract with commercial sources, in-house using government facilities and personnel, or through interservice support agreements (ISSAs).
Outsourcing

The process of turning over all, or a portion, of fleet management operations from performance by a Federal agency to private sector companies or other Federal agencies.

Owning agency

The executive agency that holds the vehicle title, manufacturer's Certificate of Origin, or is the lessee of a motor vehicle lease.  This term does not apply to agencies that lease motor vehicles from the GSA Fleet. (41 CFR 102-34)

P

Passenger automobile

A sedan or station wagon designed primarily to transport people. (41 CFR 102-34)

Payload

The maximum load that a unit of equipment may carry within its total rated capacity.  The payload is the GVWR less the actual weight of the unloaded motor vehicle.

Performance measure

Indicators that measure the results of a process (whether that be producing a product or delivering a service) and allow for comparisons to other processes. (Example: Cost per Mile).

Power Take-Off (PTO)

A device on the transmission or transfer case used to deliver engine power to auxiliary equipment.

Powertrain

The group of components used to transmit engine power to the wheels.  The powertrain includes the engine, clutch, transmission, universal joints, drive shaft, and rear-axle gears.

Privately Owned Vehicle (POV)
A privately owned (employee's) vehicle used on official business for which the Government, on the basis of mileage, reimburses the employee.

R

Rear Axle capacity

The factor and/or Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE) recommended maximum load that a rear axle assembly is designed to carry as rated at the ground and expressed in pounds.

Replacement standard

The estimated useful life of a motor vehicle expressed in time (months or years) and/or utilization (miles).

Reportable motor vehicles
Sedans, station wagon, buses, ambulances, vans, utility motor vehicles, trucks and truck tractors, regardless of fuel type. Excluded are fire trucks; motorcycles; military-design motor vehicles; semitrailers, trailers and other trailing equipment such as pole trailers, dollies, cable reels, trailer coaches and bogies; and trucks with permanently mounted equipment such as generators and air compressors. This definition is used in conjunction with the Federal Fleet Report. (41 CFR 102-34)

S

Small fleet

A fleet of fewer than 2,000 reportable agency-owned or leased motor vehicles, worldwide. This definition is used in conjunction with the Federal Motor Vehicle Fleet Report. (41 CFR 102-34)

Standard Form 82 (SF-82), Agency Report of Motor Vehicle Data

The form used by Federal agencies to report annual motor vehicle inventory, cost, utilization, and fuel data for input to the annual Federal Fleet Report.

T

Third party

When referring to motor vehicle accidents; the Government being the first party and the GOV operator being the second party, the third party is the other concern in an accident.  (Example: the operator of the motor vehicle hit by, or striking the GOV).

Tire Capacity

The rated capacity in pounds (lbs.) that a tire is designed to support, as established by the current Tire and Rim Association ratings.

U

Using agency

A Federal agency that obtains motor vehicles from the GSA Fleet, commercial firms, or another Federal agency and does not hold the vehicle title or manufacturer's Certificate of Origin.  However, this does not include a Federal agency that obtains a motor vehicle by motor vehicle rental.  (41 CFR 102-34)

Utilization
The measurement of a vehicle's usage, usually expressed in average annual miles per vehicle (based on average in-use vehicle inventory and total mileage).

V

Vehicle class 

The designation of motor vehicle types that include sedans, station wagons, ambulances, buses, and trucks, or different categories of vehicles according to Federal Vehicle Standards.

W

Warranty

The written guarantee issued with new motor vehicles or related equipment.  It defines the manufacturer's responsibility for the repair or replacement of defective parts and other services provided as part of the purchase price.  A warranty can be nullified if the user does not follow certain stipulations of the manufacturer, such as preventive maintenance.

Wheelbase

The distance from the centerline of the front axle to the centerline of the rear axle.
