Property Management Executive Council (PMEC)

Minutes from Meeting held on December 13, 2006

Activities:

1. The meeting generally followed the agenda.  Mr. Robert Holcombe/MT led the meeting.  
2. Darlene Stickel/MT provided an overview of the current and proposed features of the PMEC website links within the GSA/MT website.  These links and documents will provide information on past and future meetings, as well as provide documents discussed and documents to be discussed in the future.  
3. Bob Holcombe recapped the recently-completed OGP effectiveness survey.  This survey asked our customer agencies to rate MT’s effectiveness in facilitating the increased usage of the exchange/sale authority.  The focus of the 2006 survey was narrow – the focus of the 2007 survey will be broader and address more of our programs.

4. Jim Begis/MT provided an updated report on the status of several MT Bulletins:

· Use of Photographs – FMR Bulletin B-14 was published 12/1/2006 and is available on the GSA website.

· Disposal of IT – Proposed FMR Bulletin B-15 is undergoing final GSA Management Review.

· Stewardship of assets – Comments were solicited from PMEC members – please provide any comments by Friday, January 5.

5.  Bob Holcombe provided an update on the status of several MT Regulations:

· FMR 102-35 – General Regulation – Comments being compiled by Regulatory Directorate and will be addressed by MT upon receipt.
· FMR 102-37 – Donation – Changes being made to incorporate a new category of donation recipient – Lighthouses.   This change is being made pursuant to PL 109-313.  Reg package is going through GSA review.
· FMR 102-38 – Sales – Changes being made to incorporate provisions of Federal Asset Sales initiative.  Package is going through GSA review.

· FMR 102-40 – Hazardous Items – Conversion from FPMR 101-42.  Reg has been sent to OMB for review and approval before release as a proposed rule.

6.  Freddie Martinez/VA provided the group with an overview of the Interagency Committee on Standards Policy (ICSP).  A handout presentation was included.   Many of the agencies represented on the PMEC have a representative on the ICSP.  The discussion focused on the applicability of that group’s work to the work of the PMEC and the ASTM asset management standards specifically.   Freddie and Jim Begis will report back to the group at the next PMEC meeting on their findings regarding PMEC applicability of the work of the ICSP.

7.  Jerry Hanley/DOE and Jim Begis presented their group’s effort in identifying personal property consensus standards published by ASTM and any conflicts with existing laws or regulations.   Any conflicts will need to be addressed and either incorporated into GSA policy or identified as a separate government standard.  The group will propose specific actions for the PMEC to take in light of their findings.  
8.   The group discussed how to tackle the list of PMEC issues.  We decided to start addressing the first two issues at the January meeting.  Tom Ruckdaschel/DOD proposed bringing several associates to the meeting who can discuss the DOD project on “Property Management Workforce”.  This topic is directly related to the PMEC Issue #2.
In addition to the agenda items, we discussed the following;

9.  The PMEC will recognize the work of Steve Mahaney to the Asset Management Community.  This recognition will take the form of a certificate or plaque.  Darlene is reviewing these options.
10.  The group decided to hold future meetings from 9:30 to 11:00, now that we are not constrained by the Fed Asset Sales meetings.

11.  Tom handed out a copy of the DOD letter addressing the Property Management Workforce initiative.
