Public Meeting for the U.S. Courthouse planned for November 14

SAN ANTONIO-The U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) will conduct a public meeting November 14 concerning the site selection for the new U.S. Courthouse. 

Since 2000, GSA has been conducting a site selection process in order to determine the location of the future U.S. Courthouse in San Antonio, Texas.  After close coordination with various community leaders, including the City of San Antonio, approximately 18 sites were considered in the downtown area, of which the following three have been chosen as finalists (alphabetically listed):

*Hemisfair Site east of the current Federal Building on Durango


*Police HQ Site at Nueva and Santa Rosa


*River Site at Durango and Dwyer Streets
