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Environmental Assessment available for Public Comment
SAN ANTONIO-The U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) has received the draft Environmental Assessment study concerning the site selection for the new U.S. Courthouse in San Antonio.  The study has been posted to the website for public comment for the next 30 days.  

After reviewing the draft study and the public hearing comments from November 14, GSA decided to eliminate the River Site from any future consideration.  However, the Hemisfair Site and the Police HQ Site will continue to be evaluated.  

Over the past few years, GSA has been conducting a site selection process in order to determine the location of the future U.S. Courthouse in San Antonio, Texas.  After close coordination with various community leaders including the City of San Antonio, approximately 18 sites were considered in the downtown area, of which the following three were chosen as finalists (alphabetically listed):

*Hemisfair Site east of the current Federal Building on Durango


*Police HQ Site at Nueva and Santa Rosa


*River Site at Durango and Dwyer Streets

“We have thoroughly researched each site and have determined that the River Site does not meet the needs of the Government for this particular project,” said GSA Regional Administrator Scott Armey. “We look forward to continuing the process to ensure the selection of a site that best meets the needs of the federal Judiciary, while balancing the concerns of the community.”
The new Courthouse is necessary due to the expansion and security needs of the Fifth Circuit Courts in the Western District of Texas, which cannot be met in the current John H. Wood, Jr. Courthouse and Spears Training Center.
