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Data.gov is the flagship initiative under the President’s Open Government Directive, and supports the principles of Open Government: transparency, participation, and collaboration. Data.gov was launched on May 21, 2009 with 47 datasets, while today features nearly 450,000. With the new open source code version (OGPL), Data.Gov leads the expansion of open government data around the world.

· Data.gov powered apps make life better—among many examples, health data have been used to improve or save lives; and public safety data has been used improve safety at home, on the road, or in the workplace. 
· Proactive release of government data reduces the need for Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requests, saving taxpayers time and money.
