Executive Order 13423 requires federal agencies to comply with the Guiding Principles for Federal Leadership in High Performance and Sustainable Buildings for all new construction and major renovation projects. 

The Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007 requires GSA to establish an Office of High Performance Federal Green Buildings and mandates that new federal buildings and major renovations be designed to achieve a 55 percent reduction in consumption of fossil fuels by 2010.
