Developer Selected for New Canton Federal Center

CANTON – The U.S. General Services Administration, the federal government’s real estate manager, has selected Fedcar Company Ltd. as the developer for a new Federal Center in downtown Canton.

The new 45,000 square foot Federal Center, located at McKinley Avenue SW & 3rd Street SW, will be constructed on a 4.5 acre site currently owned by the City of Canton.  As part of this decision, Fedcar Company Ltd. will lease this site from the City of Canton for an initial term of 20 years.  Fedcar Company Ltd. will in turn design, construct and lease the new facility to GSA.  The privately owned facility will remain on the local tax rolls.  

GSA Regional Administrator James C. Handley noted that the project has been more than five years in the making.  “This has been a long process but the final results are impressive,” Handley said.

“This required a partnership effort.  Everyone involved stayed with it, put shoulders to the wheel to overcome setbacks, and here we are today with plans for a building that will keep the federal government as a vital downtown neighbor in Canton.”

Handley credited much of the project’s success to cooperation of the federal agencies that will occupy the building and the continuing support of U.S. Representative Ralph Regula (OH) and the City of Canton.  “They never lost sight of the goal line,” Handley said. 

Construction of the new Federal Center is expected to be fully underway by Spring 2009 and completed by Spring 2010.  Planned occupants of the new facility will include the U.S. Bankruptcy Court, Justice Department – U.S. Marshals Service, Justice Department – U.S. Trustees, Treasury Department – Internal Revenue Service, and Social Security Administration.
