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GSA Seeks Design Concepts from Developers

For New FBI Field Office in Suburban Cincinnati


CINCINNATI – The U.S. General Services Administration, the federal government’s real estate manager, has begun requesting design concepts from developers for a new field office facility for the Cincinnati Division of the Federal Bureau of Investigation.


The new field office will be built on a 6.26-acre site near Interstate 71 and Montgomery Road in Sycamore Township, Hamilton County.  Construction, tentatively scheduled to begin in the spring of 2009, is targeted for completion in the fall of 2010, according to Stephen Carbery, GSA project manager.


The facility will be privately developed through a lease-construction contract awarded by GSA in a two-phase competitive procurement.  Development firms that qualified in the recently completed first round have been asked to present design concepts and development plans to a GSA-FBI panel in September, Carbery said.


GSA holds a purchase option on the Sycamore Township site from Kenwood Towers LLC, the owner.  The option will be transferred to the selected development firm, which then will purchase the site from Kenwood Towers.

GSA’s request for development proposals calls for a field office complex of three structures – a multi-story office building, an enclosed parking garage, and a separate building for automotive and other types of maintenance.  The facility will give the FBI about 109,000 square feet of office and work area, which can be expanded by 35 percent if future needs require, Carbery said.

The new field office will be about a 15-minute drive from downtown Cincinnati, where the current FBI field office is located.  The bureau presently occupies about 65,000 square feet of space in the John Weld Peck Federal Building.

The facility in Sycamore Township will be leased by GSA for the FBI.  As privately owned property it will remain on local tax rolls.


Carbery said the lease-construction procurement has been met with “an encouraging response” by developers.  He said, however, that federal regulations prohibit disclosing other details – including names and the number of developers – while the procurement is underway.
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
