INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Purpose.  This Interagency Agreement (IA) constitutes a reimbursable agreement between the client and GSA, FEDSIM.  This agreement becomes effective when signed by both the client and FEDSIM, and remains in effect until cancelled, in writing, by mutual agreement of the client and FEDSIM.  The IA consists of the IA Cover Page, these two pages of GSA, FEDSIM terms and conditions, the Financial Addendum/Addenda, and any attachments referenced in Blocks 9 and/or10 of the IA Cover Page, and constitutes the complete agreement between the parties.
2. Authority.  This IA is entered into pursuant to 40 USC 501 for Professional Services, and 40 USC 11101(6), and the GSA OMB executive agent designation under 40 USC 11302(e) for Information Technology.  These statutory authorities are independent of the Economy Act and therefore, the Economy Act does not apply to this agreement.
3. Scope.  Under this IA, FEDSIM, in consultation with the client, will utilize its expertise to provide value added services to satisfy the client’s requirements.  Specific requirements (bona fide need) are as defined in Blocks 9 and/or 10 of the IA Cover Page.     

4. FEDSIM Responsibilities.  FEDSIM will ensure that this IA is signed by a FEDSM official who is authorized to sign interagency agreements and will comply with applicable procurement laws, regulations, and policies in all matters related to this IA.  To provide the client with value added services, FEDSIM will assign the necessary contracting, technical, legal, management, and financial personnel to:

a) provide overall project management advice and support related to the bona fide need;

b) assist the client in defining key project objectives and detailed requirements;

c) conduct market research and develop an acquisition strategy responsive to program/project requirements;

d) develop and finalize (with client support) statements of work, statements of objectives, and other related acquisition documents (e.g., cost estimates, schedules, evaluation plans);

e) conduct and manage the procurement process to implement the strategy developed;

f) prepare and execute contract modifications; 

g) resolve contractual problems or issues, and adjudicate disputes with the contractor;

h) ensure the contractor complies with the terms and conditions of any resulting contract/order awarded by FEDSIM; 

i) perform final acceptance of supplies/services, approve invoices for supplies/services that are reimbursed through one of GSA’s  revolving funds and bill the client;   

j) monitor types of project funding received from the client and allocate funds to the project;

k) track project status and cost accruals under the project;

l) prepare project progress and funding status reports;

m) track and report on quality of contractor past performance; 

n) close-out contract action and associated IA; and

o) return excess funds, as necessary.

5. Client Responsibilities.  The client will ensure sufficient client resources (including human resources) are available to ensure completion of procurement and project support activities in a timely fashion.  The client will:

a) ensure that this IA is signed by an official who is authorized to sign interagency agreements;

b) comply fully with applicable procurement regulations and policies in all matters related to this IA;

c) identify and document its bona fide need for submission to FEDSIM;

d) identify any unique terms, conditions, and requirements that must be incorporated into subsequent orders or contracts;

e) provide information on security requirements for the IA and subsequent contractor orders;

f) provide all necessary resources for technical evaluation of contractor proposals, discussions, and oral presentations; attend FEDSIM-provided training (e.g., TEB training);
g) participate in Award Fee Boards and associated training, if applicable;
h) coordinate with the client’s security office to ensure FEDSIM and contractor clearances are on file and are appropriate for the effort;

i) provide full funding for costs described in paragraph 7 (Costs) for all products and services ordered, ensuring that the funding documents and Financial Addendum are signed by an official who is authorized to certify funds;

j) provide funding, if the action is incrementally funded, in a timely manner and in increments consistent with the project’s structure and progress;

k) not authorize work, change any contractual documents, authorize accrual of cost or otherwise provide direction to contractors outside of authority delegated by GSA’s Contracting Officer;

l) advise FEDSIM immediately of any problems or changed conditions that affect performance by the contractor;

m) receive, inspect, and reject or technically accept supplies/services in a timely manner; 

n) execute all responsibilities in a timely fashion so that all provisions of the Prompt Payment Act can be met; and

o) support contract close-out functions, to include providing appropriate funding for FEDSIM labor and to satisfy settlement agreements and claims, and by accepting any excess funds returned by FEDSIM.

6. Funding.  All funds provided by the client pursuant to this IA are reimbursed through the Acquisition Services Fund (40 U.S.C.  321).  Once the IA is signed and a funding document is issued by the client and accepted by FEDSIM, FEDSIM will commence performance under the IA.  The funding document must, at a minimum, contain:  the client funding document number; a valid client agency funding citation; any unique statutory requirements related to the appropriation cited (i.e., bona fide need); an estimate of the amount   necessary to complete the work required; a clear, detailed statement identifying the client agency's requirement (i.e., bona fide need); the signature of a person authorized to certify and obligate the funding; and the billing office instructions, including a billing address, to which GSA bills are to be forwarded for reimbursement to FEDSIM.  

7. Costs.  The client will reimburse FEDSIM for the costs of supplies/services provided under this IA.  All FEDSIM work and travel will be billed on a cost reimbursable basis.  FEDSIM labor will be billed at the hourly rates in effect at the time the hours are worked.  All contractor expenses related to this IA will be billed at actual cost, plus a transaction fee for each funding-related contract action.  FEDSIM services non-severable.  
The client shall provide FEDSIM with the necessary receiving/inspection information within 5 business days of inspection and technical acceptance of supplies/services.  If interest penalties are incurred, because the client has not provided timely receiving/inspection and technical acceptance information, the client agrees to compensate FEDSIM for the resultant interest penalties.


8. FEDSIM Billing and Payment.

a) FEDSIM will pay all contractor charges on a reimbursable basis.  GSA will then bill the client using either GSA 789 Voucher, Report of ITF Services Performed, or TFS Form 7306, Intragovernmental Payment and Collection (IPAC), as applicable.  If using GSA 789 Voucher or non-IPAC payment, bills shall be paid as rendered within 15 calendar days.

b) The client is responsible for prompt payment of all billings.  All reimbursable billings are delinquent when they are 30 or more calendar days old (from date of the GSA billing).

c) When billings remain delinquent over 60 calendar days and the client has not indicated a problem regarding services, FEDSIM will not issue any new orders or modifications to existing orders for the client.  The client will be notified of any decision to cancel this agreement in accordance with Paragraph 9 of this agreement.   
9. Cancellation.  This agreement, or any contract/order issued under this agreement, may be cancelled upon 30 calendar days written notice by either party.  Such cancellation will be executed only by the signature approval of the parties to this agreement, or their designees, or by their respective official successors.  If this agreement is cancelled, any implementing contract/order may be cancelled.  If this agreement, or any order under this agreement is cancelled, the client assumes responsibility for all costs resulting from the cancellation.

Disputes, Protests, and Claims.  If a dispute, protest, or claim against the government arises from the specifications, solicitation, award, performance, or termination of a contract/order and a decision is issued in favor of the contractor, the client shall bear the costs associated with any such protest, dispute, or claim and shall provide sufficient funds to cover all costs associated with the dispute/protest/claim.

Disputes.  If FEDSIM and the client are unable to agree about a material aspect of this IA, the parties agree to engage in an effort to reach mutual agreement in the proper interpretation of this IA, including modification or amendment of this IA or other agreements, as necessary, by escalating the dispute within their respective organizations.  If a dispute about this IA remains unresolved for more than 60 calendar days after the parties have engaged in an escalation of the dispute, the parties agree to refer the matter to their respective Agency CFOs with a recommendation that the parties submit the dispute to the CFO Council Intergovernmental Dispute Resolution Committee for review in accordance with Section VII of Attachment 1 to the Treasury Financial Manual, Volume 1, Bulletin No. 2007-03, Intergovernmental Transactions, Subject: Intergovernmental Business Rules.  The parties agree to abide by any determination made by the Committee and act accordingly.

Modifications.  Any changes in the terms of this agreement, modification of Blocks 9 and/or 10 of the IA Cover Page, or changes in economic factors not presently known, must be made in writing and agreed to by both the client and FEDSIM.

Project Completion and Closeout.  When all deliverables related to the contracts/orders issued under this IA have been accepted by the client agency, FEDSIM will conduct contractual closeout and financial reconciliation of project costs.  Upon completion of closeout activities, the IA will be closed and any remaining funds will be returned to the client agency.
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
