RULES OF THE ROAD

GSA appreciates and values your business and has put together some tips to help you as we near the fiscal year end.

RECOVERY ACT ORDERS

· All Autochoice orders funded with stimulus monies must have the word “RECOVERY” in the Agency Order Number Field of the requisition form.  Agencies will need to report these orders in compliance with the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act of 2009 (Recovery Act, Public Law 111-5).

CLOSEOUT DATES

· Many vehicles will be available for purchase through September 2009, but as manufacturers close out items, GSA will continue to notify you of these closeout dates.  

CUT OFF DATE FOR ORDERS

· The cut-off date for obligating expiring FY09 funds is WEDNESDAY September 30, 2009 at Midnight Eastern Time.  GSA’s Autochoice “Pending Module” will remain open during this time to facilitate this.

· Personnel will be available Wednesday September 30th between 8:00 a.m.  and 4:30 p.m. Eastern Time to help you.  Please contact [Customer Care (703) 605-2277.  Emergencies after these hours must be addressed to the Director of Automotive Denise Banks (202) 497-5039.

AUTOCHOICE PENDING MODULE

· Under the AutoChoice Pending Module you can: 

· Obligate expiring FY09 funds; where vehicle contract line is closed to ordering
· Place orders to hold until the 2010 model year contracts are in place 

Price for 2010 vehicle models is expected to be higher than 2009 prices.  When obligating your funds, factor an additional 5%-10% to the 2009 vehicle prices to account for any price adjustments to the upcoming 2010 vehicle models. 

All orders in the Pending Module "MUST" be recalculated and re-submitted when the 2010 vehicle model pricing is announced in October 2009.  Make this your first priority before placing new orders.

SPECIALIZED REQUIREMENTS

· If you have vehicle requirements that you wish for Automotive to place on your behalf against Automotive Multiple Award Schedule (MAS) contracts 23V, 26I and 751, send your funded 1781 or MIPR to Automotive no later than Friday, August 28th, 2009.
