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Manzullo, Durbin to Host Groundbreaking Ceremony Wednesday for New Federal Courthouse in Rockford

 (ROCKFORD) U.S. Sen. Dick Durbin (D-IL) and U.S. Rep. Don Manzullo (R-IL) will host the official groundbreaking ceremony for the new United States Courthouse in Rockford at 2 p.m. Wednesday, May 28 at the construction site located at Church and Green streets in downtown Rockford.

Manzullo and Durbin will both speak at the event along with Rockford Mayor Larry Morrissey, Winnebago County Board Chairman Scott Christiansen, U.S. District Judge Phil Reinhard, and U.S. General Services Administration Regional Administrator James Handley. 

Durbin and Manzullo will hold a short media availability at the site immediately following the ceremony.

Manzullo and Durbin secured more than $100 million in federal funds over 8 years to cover the costs of the new federal courthouse, which will serve the Western Division of the Northern District of Illinois. The Western Division includes the counties of McHenry, Boone, Winnebago, Stephenson, JoDaviess, Carroll, Ogle, DeKalb, Lee and Whiteside.

The 6-story, 193,000 square foot federal building is expected to take 30 months to build. It will house offices of the U.S. District Court, U.S. District Clerk, U.S. Magistrate Court, U.S. Bankruptcy Court, U.S. Bankruptcy Clerk, U.S. Probation Office, U.S. Pretrial Service, U.S. Marshals Service, U.S. Attorney, Public Defender Service, U.S. Department of Homeland Security, and U.S. General Services Administration.

The development of the new federal courthouse is being directed by the U.S. General Services Administration, the federal government’s real estate manager.
