GSA Procures New Lease in St. Paul

For Army Corps of Engineers District HQ

The U.S. General Services Administration (GSA) has leased more than a full floor at the 180 E. Fifth Building in St. Paul as a new location for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, St. Paul District headquarters. 


Christine Becker, GSA realty specialist, said the lease for 59,200 square feet includes all of the fourth floor and part of the fifth.  GSA is the federal government's real estate manager.  


Becker said the 10-year lease contract was awarded to Jackson I LLC, owner of the 180 E. Fifth Building, in a competitive procurement. The annual rent will be $1,497,218, or $25.29 per square foot. Beginning with the sixth year, the square foot rent cost will decrease to $16.89. 


An occupancy date has not been set, pending completion of a schedule for tenant improvements.


The Corps of Engineers, St. Paul District, will be moving from Sibley Square, 190 E. Fifth St., where it occupied 71,426 square feet.  Expiration of its lease at that location required GSA to solicit new lease proposals. 


Julie Bauch, general manager of Jackson I LLC, handled negotiations for the owners of 180 E. Fifth.


She said the 13-story office building, built in 1915, was extensively renovated in 1985.  It temporarily provided courtrooms and offices for the U.S. District Court for the three years while the nearby Warren E. Burger Federal Building and U.S. Courthouse was being renovated.
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
