For Historic Pierhead Lighthouse at Kenosha, Wis.

The red pierhead lighthouse at Kenosha, Wis., is being offered to government agencies and nonprofit organizations willing to preserve and make public use of this historic structure that identifies the Kenosha Harbor. 


The U.S. General Services Administration, the federal government’s real estate manager, said the lighthouse on Kenosha’s north pier has been declared excess government property, no longer needed by the U.S. Coast Guard for use as a manned navigation station.


Under provisions of the National Historic Lighthouse Preservation Act, the Kenosha pierhead light is being made available to a new owner that qualifies as a state or local government, nonprofit corporation or community development organization.  


Arthur T. Ullenberg, GSA realty specialist, said the new owner must agree to maintain the lighthouses for park or recreational use or as an educational facility for preserving history or cultural heritage.  The new owner also will be required to give the Coast Guard access to maintain and service automated navigation equipment.  


The Kenosha lighthouse, built it 1906, has a tapered tower constructed of  riveted cast iron rings, each ring progressively smaller in diameter as they rise to the top.  The 50-foot tower was originally painted white but was repainted red in 1917.


Ullenberg said details about the lighthouse disposal program and requirements for ownership are on the Internet at http://www.cr.nps.gov/maritime.  To receive an application for ownership, organizations must submit a letter declaring their interest.  Ullenberg said an open house at the Kenosha lighthouse will be held this summer for prospective applicants.

For Historic Pierhead Lights at St. Joseph, Mich.

The pierhead and inner harbor lights at St. Joseph, Mich., are being offered to government agencies and nonprofit organizations willing to preserve and make public use of this historic Lake Michigan lighthouse facility. 


The U.S. General Services Administration, the federal government’s real estate manager, said the two lights on the north breakwater at St. Joseph Harbor have been declared excess government property, no longer needed by the U.S. Coast Guard for use as a manned navigation station.


Under provisions of the National Historic Lighthouse Preservation Act, the St. Joseph pier lights are being made available to a new owner that qualifies as a state or local government, nonprofit corporation or community development organization.  


Lisa A. Tangney, GSA realty specialist, said the new owner must agree to maintain the lighthouses for park or recreational use or as an educational facility for preserving history or cultural heritage.  The new owner also will be required to give the Coast Guard access to maintain and service automated navigation equipment.  


Both the outer and inner harbor lights at St. Joseph were built in 1907.  The light at the end of the pier is a 35-foot-high, iron-clad tower with a round watch room and 10-sided lantern room at the top.  The inner light, 57 feet high, rises above a steel-framed fog signal building, also clad in cast iron plate.  An elevated catwalk, used by light keepers when waves engulfed the pier, connects to the two lights from the shore.
