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GSA’s Northwest Arctic Region ensured that the rental rates derived from the conversion of square foot measurements would lead to consistent rental charges to the tenants.

PBS has changed the unit of measurement from usable square feet to rentable square feet, the office building standard.  This necessitated a remeasurement of government-owned facilities for this new standard.  As a part of this process, the Region captured the rentable/usable factor of the building, which is the ratio of common areas in the building to the size of the building in rentable square feet.  This factor is an input that can alter the rental rate derived for the building.

By capturing this information, the Region has assured that the rental rates charged its tenants are consistent and comparable with similar facilities in the area.
