We contacted Dr. Chanmberlain who stated there are no Air Force guide
books addressi ng fl oodpl ains. However, Secretary of the Air Force Order
790.1, "Delegation of Authority with Respect to Fl oodpl ain Managenment -
Executive Order 11988," 10 Decenber 1993 (encl osed), del egates
responsibility with respect to flood plain managenent to the Deputy

Assi stant Secretary of the Air Force. Dr. Chanberlain further stated
the Air Force is working on guidance addressing fish and wildlife,
forestry, wetlands, and floodplains, but this guidance is not expected
to be published until 1998. She suggested we contact the US Arny Corps
of Engi neers (USACE) for guide books on floodpl ains.
