We then contacted a former EQAG Point of Contact, Northwest/Arctic Region
(Region 10) who stated she is no | onger the EQAG Point of Contact for
Regi on 10, but referred us to the Project Manager, Energy Conservation.
We contacted the Project Manager who stated they do not have any success
stories to submit at this tine.

Lastly, NEPA Call-In attenpted to contact EQAG Point of Contact of the
Nati onal Capital Region, who is on |leave for the next two nonths. We
then attenmpted to contact another EQAG Point of Contact of the Nationa
Capital Region.
