Are You Making the Grade: GSA Report Card and Contract Management - GSA has been using a Contractor Report Card, as part of the Multiple Award Schedule’s (MAS) Contractor Assessment Initiative, to reflect how well MAS contractors manage and comply with contractual requirements. The Report Card combines results of Industrial Operations  Analysts’ visits to contractor facilities with Administrative Contracting Officer input regarding contract compliance.  The revised Report Card program includes some new areas of evaluation. Make the grade.  





Contractor Teaming Arrangements—When one solution is not enough, teaming might be a solution for you. Learn how to use MAS contractor teaming the RIGHT way.  This session will highlight best practices and help you structure future teaming arrangements.
