GSA’s Center for Asset Management Policy Formulation – Aircraft
General Services Administration’s Center for Asset Management Policy Formulation – Aircraft within GSA’s Office of Travel, Transportation and Asset Management, Office of Governmentwide Policy makes policies for managing the acquisition, use, and disposal of aircraft that the federal civilian agencies own or hire. In addition, GSA/OGP does the following: 

· Sponsors the Interagency Committee for Aviation Policy (ICAP); 

· Collects, analyzes, and reports information on government aircraft, using the Federal Aviation Interactive Reporting System (FAIRS); and 

· Promotes best practices in federal aviation management.  

In cooperation with ICAP-member agencies, GSA/OGP's overarching goal is to foster the safest, most effective and efficient aviation in U.S. government agencies.

Accounting for Aircraft Inventory, Cost and Utilization – FAIRS v2 Demo 

OMB Circular A-126 requires that the General Services Administration (GSA) operate a government-wide aircraft management information system; collect data such as aircraft inventory, cost, and utilization from applicable Federal agencies; and submit a consolidated annual report to OMB.  GSA/OGP accomplishes this through the Federal Aviation Information Reporting System (FAIRS), a web-based tool to allow easy, timely and accurate data entry.  FAIRS is highly secure to protect against data corruption and disclosure of sensitive information and contains state-of-art reporting, analysis and decision support tools.

FAIRS analytical and decision support tools help OMB, GSA and other Federal agency users to identify substantial cost savings/avoidance in aircraft acquisition, operating and disposal costs.  FAIRS represents substantial cost avoidance to other Federal agency users in costs for developing, maintaining and enhancing agency specific systems.  (For example, each FAIRS user agency avoids about $1,000,000 in development costs and $300,000 in annual maintenance and enhancement costs.)

The Federal Aviation Awards program is sponsored by the General Services Administration’s Office of Governmentwide Policy and the Interagency Committee on Aircraft Policy (ICAP) to recognize and publicize excellence in Federal aviation achieved during the calendar year.  We encourage all Federal agencies to share the innovative policies and achievements that have made your aviation activities safer and more efficient and effective.  Tell us how professional excellence in your flight program has translated into success in carrying out your agency's mission.

An independent panel of aviation experts will judge your entries.  GSA will award cash prizes to one winner in each category.  Honorable Mention (without cash prizes) is awarded to runners-up.  Nominations for accomplishments by civilian federal aviation programs and professionals in calendar year 2005 are due to GSA by July 14, 2006. In September 2006, GSA will present the Sixth Annual Federal Aviation Awards in these categories:

Federal Aviation Program Award
Large Program - over 20 owned aircraft and Commercial Aviation Services (CAS) 
Small Program - 20 or fewer owned aircraft and CAS or CAS only

Federal Aviation Professional Award
Managerial/Official Category
Operational/Support Crew Category

This year’s award ceremony will be held in Washington, DC on September 21.  Starting in 2007, the award ceremony will become part of the FedFleet Workshops.    The success of this awards program will depend on your participation.  

Aviation Resource Management Survey (ARMS)

Has your agency taken advantage of an Aviation Resource Management Survey (ARMS)? The GSA and ICAP’s  Safety Standards and Training Subcommittee (SSTS) sponsor the Aviation Resource Management Survey program.  ARMS offers a comprehensive survey, on request, of an agency's flight program, including all areas of management and administration, operations, maintenance, safety, and training. GSA puts together a team of aviation experts, which generally spends about two weeks on-site with the requesting agency's aviation program.  The resulting ARMS report belongs to the requesting agency.

The purpose of the ARMS is to discover and recommend for correction possible deficiencies in the safety, operations, training, maintenance, and facilities of Federal aviation departments and agencies.  ARMS accomplishes this by conducting an independent and unbiased appraisal of all aspects of the aviation operations, personnel, and facilities of Federal departments and agencies that own, lease, or operate aircraft.  It then reports those findings to the requesting department or agency for their consideration and action.  The ARMS program is a safety and accident prevention program.  It is not and will not be used as an inspection, compliance, or enforcement program.
