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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY NOTICE

FEDSIM’S Virtual Data Center Services








1.	The purpose of this executive summary is to highlight the requirements of this RFP.





2.	The Government plans to acquire, through the Federal Computer Acquisition Center (FEDCAC), FEDSIM’s Virtual Data Center Services.





3.	FEDSIM’s Virtual Data Center will provide a full range of primary data processing and support services to subscribing agencies at its data processing facilities.  Primary data processing services and support services will include all the essential components and resources to service and maintain data center computing, such as hardware and software services, system back up and disaster recovery services, operations and systems support, systems and application software support, migration support, and acceptance testing support.





4.	This will be Indefinite-Delivery-Indefinite-Quantity (ID/IQ) contract utilizing Fixed-Price Labor-Hours with Economic Price Adjustment (EPA), and Firm-Fixed Price (FFP) Task orders.





5.	The total guaranteed minimum for this contract is $1,000 per contractor for the basic period only.  There is no guaranteed minimum for the option periods, if exercised.





6.	This contract will begin on the date of contract award and continue for 120 months.  The term of the contract also includes one option period of five years as provided in FAR Clause 52.217-9, “Option to Extend the Term of the Contract,”.  Total life of the contract will not exceed 120 months.





7.	Offers are required to comply with FAR Clause 52.212-5 entitled “Contract Terms and Conditions Required to Implement Statutes Or Executive Orders - Commercial Items (AUG. 1966):





	52-219-9 Small, Small Disadvantaged and Women-Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan (Aug. 1996) Alternate II (March 1996).





	Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation will include a subcontracting plan which separately addresses subcontracting with small business concerns, small disadvantaged business concerns and women-owned small business concerns, prior to being awarded a contract exceeding $500,000 ($1 Million for construction).





8.	Although the RFP and related documents explain requirements in detail, your attention is directed to the following specific aspects of this program:





	a.	In order to assure compliance, careful attention should be paid to Section L, paragraph L12, Proposal Preparation Instructions.





	b.	Section M of the RFP details the evaluation factors of this award and their relative order of importance.  The Government intends to award two or more contracts resulting from this solicitation to responsible offerors whose offers, conforming to the solicitation, will provide the best overall value to satisfy the Government’s needs.  The Government will not accept alternate or multiple proposals.





	c.	The Government expects adequate price competition in response to this solicitation and therefore does not anticipate a requirement for cost or pricing data at this time.  The Contracting Officer reserves the right to obtain cost or pricing data if none of the exceptions in FAR Part 15.804-1, entitled “Prohibition on Obtaining Cost or Pricing Data” applies.





	d.	Reference Attachment 6, Department of Labor Wage Determination.  Wage Determinations for this acquisition have not been received from the Department of Labor.  When the Wage Determinations have been received, the solicitation will be amended.





9. The due date for the Cost/Price Proposal, the Small, Small Disadvantage and Women Owned Small Business Subcontracting Plan, and the Compensation  Plan is 2:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time on December 16, 1996.  Proposals must be received no later than the specified time and date.  The Government is bound to fully comply with FAR Clause 52.215-10 entitled “Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Proposals.”
