Excess Success Stories - Colorado

Integrated Solutions
GSA met with officials in Fort Collins, Colorado, to discuss a major move of federal agencies into a new federal building. GSA assisted all the agencies in disposing personal property that would not be moved into the new building. There were numerous agencies involved, and the timing for removal of the property to coincide with lease terminations was critical. Besides the number of agencies involved, the vacated space was going to occur in several different buildings.

GSA worked with the agencies involved especially the U.S. Forest Service. Onsite screening resulted in the transfer of 544 pieces of furniture to various federal and state agencies. Upon completion of the utilization and donation phases of the program, GSA effectively planned, advertised, and conducted a highly successful two-day cash and carry sale. Several hundred people came to the sale site and removed approximately 980 pieces. The sale resulted in total proceeds of $9,558.

The remaining property was in very bad shape or outdated computer equipment. GSA assisted the agencies in having backup arrangements to dispose of the remaining property under the abandonment/destruction authority within the two-week period allowed for completion.

Indian Tribes
Here are some noteworthy transfers to Indian tribes:

· Two truck-mounted snowplows were transferred to two tribes in South Dakota to help deal with any future blizzards. 

· The Loneman School Corporation in Oglala, South Dakota, received play units, desks, printers, a station wagon, and other miscellaneous property. 

· The Northern Cheyenne Tribe received a generator, power supply, boat, motor, and trailer, along with numerous other items. 

· Salish Kootenai College received a portable building. 

· Rosebud Sioux Tribe received 13 trucks, tires, ranges, torque wrenches, and chairs. 

· Wounded Knee School received everything from computers to bicycles. 

· Jicarilla Apache Tribe received a scoop loader. 

· Ute Mountain Tribe received several modular trailers. 

· Spirit Lake Tribe received 85 modular homes. 

· Red Lake Band of Chippewa Indians received a trailer, two pickup trucks, a paver, and an asphalt kettle. 

· Standing Rock Sioux Tribe received a truck/wrecker and a D7 tractor. 

· Three affiliated Tribes received two pickup trucks, carryall, and a 25' trailer. 

· United Tribes Technical College received three pickup trucks and a 40' trailer. 

· Turtle Mountain Tribe received a D7 tractor.  

· White Earth Tribal Office received a hydraulic lift and miscellaneous furniture. 
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
