DaimlerChrysler is recalling 24,058 MY 2006 Jeep Commander sport utility vehicles.  The integrated retractor bracket edge on the third row seat may contact the seat belt during certain operating conditions causing damage to the belt webbing.  In the event of a crash, the seat belt may not properly restrain the third row occupant which can increase the risk of injury.  Dealers will inspect the belt webbing, and replace it if it has been cut or frayed and will add an injected molded cover to the retractor bracket on both third row seating positions to prevent further damage.  The recall is expected to begin during February 2006.    06V-037
